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Preface

It gives us great pleasure to present to the scholarly world volume IV of
the critical edition of the Skandapurān. a. The publication of this volume
takes the reader up to about half of the entire text.

The present volume follows the well-established format and style of the
previous volumes. The main text of the critical edition is preceded by an
introduction and a detailed synopsis of the edited chapters, which includes
annotation on cultural-historical and philological matters. A significant
feature of the part of the text that commences here is the Skandapurān. a’s
remarkable engagement with Vais.n. ava mythology. We discuss some of
the most noteworthy aspects of the text’s treatment of Vais.n. avism in the
introduction; we will return to the subject in the next volume. There is
much in the text that should be of great interest to scholars of brahmanical
Hinduism at large.

Since the preparation of this edition has been a joint undertaking, we
would like to give the reader an indication of how the volume came about
and who did what. The first meeting where chapters of this volume
were discussed took place in 2014 at a panel in the workshop ‘History
of Śaivism: Readings in Inscriptions and Early Manuscripts’, held at the
Centre d’Études de l’Inde et de l’Asie du Sud (CEIAS) in Paris. After this,
we had bi-annual meetings at Leiden University and Kyoto University. At
these meetings the Sanskrit text along with the English synopsis of each
chapter were read and discussed in detail. Yuko Yokochi was responsi-
ble for the Sanskrit edition and Peter Bisschop for the English synopsis.
Drafts of several chapters of the Sanskrit edition were also prepared by
Diwakar Acharya (chapters 76–79) and Judit Törzsök (chapters 70, 71 and
75). The overall finalization of the edition was done by Yuko Yokochi, and
the introduction was prepared by Peter Bisschop, with input from Judit
Törzsök and Yuko Yokochi. The meetings were attended by a number
of participants, several of whom also gave valuable feedback, including
Hans Bakker, Amandine Bricout, Elizabeth Cecil, Nirajan Kafle, Martine
Kropman, Sanne Mersch, Ben Staiger, Kenji Takahashi and Somdev Va-
sudeva. We would also like to thank Kristen De Joseph for correcting our

English and Peter Pasedach for the final typesetting of this volume, and
his involvement in other technical and Digital Humanities related aspects
of the project such as the generation of the e-texts.

To make the various meetings possible we have been fortunate to re-
ceive the support from several funding agencies. In 2015 Yuko Yokochi was
awarded a JSPS grant From Vais.n. avism to Śaivism: A shift of religious
culture in the beginning of Mediaeval India, while Peter Bisschop received
an NWO Free Competition grant From Universe of Vis.n. u to Universe of
Śiva in 2016. The NWO grant also allowed for the appointment at Lei-
den University of Sanne Mersch for a PhD project ‘Counter-Narratives:
Parallel Themes in Śaiva and Vais.n. ava Mythology’ and of Nirajan Kafle
for a Postdoc project ‘The Śivadharma and Vis.n. udharma: Communities,
Rituals and Contexts’. This created the ideal environment for addressing
some of the broader backgrounds of the incorporation of Vais.n. ava mythol-
ogy encountered in this part of the text. Finally, in 2014, Peter Bisschop
joined the ERC Synergy project Asia Beyond Boundaries: Religion, Re-
gion, Language and the State, which provided him with teaching relief
that allowed him to spend time on this volume.

A final word of thanks is due to Hans Bakker, to whom this book is
dedicated. While this volume of the critical edition of the Skandapurān. a
does not bear his name on the cover, his active participation at nearly all of
the above-mentioned meetings is testimony to his continued engagement
with the text. The two co-authors both received their PhD under his
guidance, and we are more than aware that this work would never have
seen the light if the Skandapurān. a project had not been conceived under
his inspiring vision in the first place. We owe a great debt to him, both
as a person and as an academic, and we hope that this volume lives up to
the standards that he has set.

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A Web of Myth Cycles

The present volume of the Skandapurān. a, covering chapters 70 to 95, in-
troduces several important narrative lines that take the reader far beyond
the 26 chapters edited here. Three new myth cycles are started, but only
the first one is completed here. The following scheme shows their distri-
bution across the text of the Skandapurān. a as a whole:1

SP 70–71: The Narasim. ha Cycle

SP 72: Start of the Skanda Cycle

SP 73–SPBh 112 & SPBh 130–157: The Andhaka Cycle

SPBh 163–165: Continuation of the Skanda Cycle

The myth of Vis.n. u’s manifestation of the Man-Lion (Narasim. ha) forms
the subject of the first two chapters (SP 70–71). After this, the cycle of
Skanda’s birth (SP 72) is started, only to be taken up again much later
in the text (SPBh 163–165). Finally, SP 73 commences the lengthy and
central Andhaka cycle, which takes up a large part of the Skandapurān. a,
running all the way up to SPBh 157, with the exception of chapters 113
to 129, which comprise a different narrative layer.2

This volume thus includes two elements that are central to the com-
position and redaction of the text as a whole: the birth of Skanda and the
birth of Andhaka. In addition, it introduces a religious theme that will
continue to be important in the following volumes, namely the integration
of the Vais.n. ava avatāra mythology within a Śaiva framework. Finally,

running through all of this, there is the narrative thread of the war be-
tween the Asuras and the Devas. Hiran. yāks.a’s victory and rule over the
earth, which forms the subject of the final chapter (SP 95), prepares the
ground for more battles to come.

The centrality of much of the material to the composition of the Ska-
ndapurān. a is borne out by the fact that several key episodes are referred
to in the Anukraman. ikā (‘table of topics’) in SP 2. They are mentioned
in three verses immediately following the listing of topics relating to the
Vindhyavāsin̄ı cycle of SP III.3 The topics listed in the Anukraman. ikā
and covered in the text of the present volume include the following:

• the birth of Andhaka (SP 2.15a → SP 73.69–80)

• the capture of the Earth (SP 2.15b → SP 95.8-15)

• the death of Hiran. yakaśipu (SP 2.15d → SP 71.44–45)

• the coming of the gods and the mission of Agni (SP 2.16cd → SP
72.51–87)

• the granting of a boon to the gods (SP 2.17a → SP 72.88–102)

• the emission of the semen (SP 2.17b → SP 72.96–97)

The order listed in the Anukraman. ikā diverges from the one followed in
the main text. This is probably due to the fact that the Anukraman. ikā
combines several exploits of Vis.n. u against the Asuras, even though these
are treated separately in the main text. The first three topics concern
episodes connected with the Asuras, while the last three items relate to the
birth of Skanda. Interspersed between these two themes, the Anukrama-
n. ikā refers to two other episodes connected to Vis.n. u’s exploits against the
Asuras, namely the slaying of Hiran. yāks.a and the checking of Bali.4

The text presented here follows naturally from the storyline with which
the previous volume left off. In the final verse of SP III (SP 69.77) we were
told that Śiva and Pārvat̄ı returned to Mt. Mandara. In the opening verse
of this volume (SP 70.1), Vyāsa asks Sanatkumāra what the couple did
after returning to Mandara. Sanatkumāra tells him that they delighted
in their divine residence there.

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The Narasim. ha Cycle

The Narasim. ha cycle commences with the arrival of Indra, Soma and Vāyu
at the couple’s residence on Mt. Mandara (SP 70.5). They request that Śi-
va do something about Vis.n. u’s form as Narasim. ha, which he had taken on
to kill Hiran. yakaśipu. It turns out that, after killing the demon, Vis.n. u has
not abandoned the Narasim. ha form and the gods are frightened of it. Śiva
promises to help them. We are thus led into the narrative of Narasim. ha’s
manifestation in retrospect, as we hear about the outcome of events first.
This provides the opportunity for Vyāsa to ask about Hiran. yakaśipu and
Narasim. ha. Sanatkumāra’s answer starts from the beginning, with the
birth of Hiran. yakaśipu as the Daitya son of Kaśyapa.

After Hiran. yakaśipu has been crowned king of the Daityas, he becomes
desirous of taking over Indra’s kingship of the Devas. He proceeds to Śr̄ı-
parvata to practise tapas. There he is offered a boon by Brahmā and asks
for invincibility, listing a series of conceivable circumstances under which
he cannot be killed: neither by a weapon nor by a spell, neither during
the day nor by night, etc. Brahmā is willing to offer this to him, but
only if he states a loophole (antara), to which Hiran. yakaśipu responds
that he accepts any other kind of death there may be. While the series
of conditions of Hiran. yakaśipu’s death is a well-known topos from other
epic and Purān. ic sources, the emphasis on Brahmā’s particular request to
state a loophole is specific to the Skandapurān. a.5

The remainder of chapter 70 contains a Māhātmya of Śr̄ıparvata (SP
70.37–53). The place is described as a Pāśupata centre, where in the past
Dev̄ı practised Pāśupata yoga. The hill, which has been identified with
Śr̄ı́saila in the Kurnool district of present-day Andhra Pradesh, is one of
the southernmost places furnished with a Māhātmya in the text. It attests
to its growing importance and recognition at the time of its composition.

When Hiran. yakaśipu starts tormenting the gods, they go and complain
to Brahmā (SP 71.4–7). He advises them to ask Vis.n. u to take on the body
of Narasim. ha, for, Brahmā reminds them, he has made Hiran. yakaśipu
state a loophole earlier. Vis.n. u agrees to the plan, but he asks the gods to
enter his body, because the demon is very strong. A lengthy description
of Narasim. ha’s entry into the park outside of Hiran. yakaśipu’s city and his
fight with the Asura forces follows, culminating in Hiran. yakaśipu’s own
arrival at the scene and his death at the hands of the Man-Lion. Nara-
sim. ha kills him with a single slap of his fist and then tears open his chest.
The gods regain their positions.

At this juncture in the story the starting point of the Narasim. ha cycle
and the present narration converge, with Śiva’s arrival in the form of a

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Śarabha, a magnificant creature with four legs on his back (SP 71.48–50).
Narasim. ha realises that it is Śiva and that he cannot conquer him, so
he starts a hymn of praise. Śiva allows him to return to his own form
(svayoni), then tramples him with his feet. Śiva grants Vis.n. u the boon of
being a slayer of Asuras.

There are several details worth noting about this version of what is
usually known as the Narasim. ha avatāra of Vis.n. u. First of all, it is striking
that the text does not once use the term avatāra to describe Vis.n. u’s Man-
Lion form. Instead we find the words vapus (‘body’), rūpa (‘form’) and
yoni (‘form’ or ‘origin’).6 This is quite likely intentional, for the same
holds true also for the accounts of Vis.n. u’s other manifestations in the
Skandapurān. a, such as Vāmana and Varāha. The avatāra terminology
was well established at the time, but the text does not make use of it.7

Instead it continues the older brahmanical model of manifestation. Most
significant, however, is its introduction of a new element to Vis.n. u’s demon-
slaying manifestations, namely the god’s attachment to the form he has
taken on to kill the demon. The Skandapurān. a raises the critical question
of what happens to Vis.n. u’s demon-slaying manifestation after he has done
the job.8 The Narasim. ha episode shows him to be attached to the new
form and Śiva, as the supreme God, has to intervene to make him return
to his original form. Vis.n. u is assigned the task of slaying demons, while
Śiva creates the circumstances that allow him to resume his true form
afterwards.9

All of this is reflective of a deep engagement with Vais.n. avism, the dom-
inant brahmanical religious tradition at the time. First of all, the central
concept of Vis.n. u as an avatāra is neglected. The text only deals with the

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main brahmanical model of manifestation, not with that of Kr.s.n. a, which
was specific to the Kr.s.n. a-Vāsudeva cult and in which the avatāra concept
was developed.10 In the Skandapurān. a Vis.n. u is granted the boon of being
a demon-killer, but only within the parameters set by Śiva’s overlordship.
Moreover, Vis.n. u cannot do the job himself; he needs all the gods to enter
his body in order to be able to stand up against Hiran. yakaśipu. While
the notion that Vis.n. u is ‘made up of all the gods’ (sarvadevamaya) is
well-established,11 the Skandapurān. a manipulates and frames it in such a
way that it becomes a weakness rather than a strength of his personality.
Finally, and most importantly, the dreadful form assumed by Vis.n. u is
presented as deeply problematic, because in his attachment to it he is not
able to leave it. The manifestation becomes a menace to the gods and it
is Śiva alone who can provide relief for them. Śiva thus becomes the true
saviour.

Start of the Skanda Cycle

The birth of Skanda has been on the reader’s mind since the very first
chapter, when Vyāsa asked Sanatkumāra how Kumāra could be the son
of Rudra, of Vahni, of Gaṅgā, of Umā, of Svāhā, of Suparn. ı̄, of the Mothers
(Mātr.s) and of the Kr.ttikās (SP 1.26). It is only in SP 72 that Sanatku-
māra comes to relate the events leading to Skanda’s birth.

The scene returns to Mt. Mandara, where the flowers of all seasons
start blooming simultaneously. This provides the perfect setting for Pā-
rvat̄ı to ask Śiva for a son. She adds, significantly, that it should be a
son ‘born from my own body’ (SP 72.12a). This qualification will remain
a guiding theme throughout the rest of the narrative. The Skandapu-
rān. a differs from other accounts, such as Kālidāsa’s Kumārasam. bhava in
particular, in that the story of the birth of Skanda does not start from
the gods’ request to Śiva for a son to conquer Tāraka, but from Pārva-
t̄ı’s expression of desire for a son of her own. As Yokochi has shown (SP
III, 22–24), obtaining a son was one of the two goals of her tapas, along
with gaining a fair complexion, as recounted in the Vindhyavāsin̄ı cycle; it
connects the Skanda cycle with the Vindhyavāsin̄ı cycle.12 It should also
be observed that in the previous chapter the boon of being able to slay
demons was granted to Vis.n. u, which would be incompatible with a birth
story in which Skanda’s existence is needed to slay the demon Tāraka.
It is Pārvat̄ı’s own desire for a son that is the guiding principle of the
narrative.

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For their union (yoga) the couple retire to the golden peak of the Vi-
ndhya. Nandin is stationed at the entrance as a door guardian while Deva
and Dev̄ı engage in union for a thousand divine years. Terrifying omens
start to appear and the gods convene to discuss what is going on. They
agree that it is due to the couple’s union; they must prevent Dev̄ı from
having a son born from her body. Agni is charged with introducing them
to Deva. After a hymn of praise, Agni is allowed in by Nandin and hides
in a jewelled pillar, from which he tells Deva that the gods are waiting
outside. The gods praise Deva and they receive a boon. They request
that no son be born from Dev̄ı’s body. Agni offers to receive the seed
from Deva and is granted a boon for this. When Deva returns, Dev̄ı gets
angry with Nandin for letting Agni in, and hurls a water lily at him. The
water lily, about to kill Nandin, is caught by Deva and rendered auspicious
(bhadra). It becomes a pond called Bhadrotpala on top of the Vindhya.
A brief Māhātmya of this sacred place follows (SP 72.114–116).

When Deva tells Dev̄ı that he has offered his seed in Agni, she curses
the gods. They shall not beget sons with their wives, and Earth shall
have many husbands but never a son. Dev̄ı becomes known as Kait.abhā
on the golden peak of the Vindhya. A man who visits the sanctuary and
the rock there becomes a Gan. apa when he dies.

Then the gods arrive, pregnant and ashamed (SP 72.127). They tell
Deva that they cannot bear the seed and that He should save them. More-
over they are afraid of Andhaka, who is practising tapas. Deva promises
to kill Andhaka and tells them to go to the Śaravara grove in the centre
of Meru. They go there and, splitting their bellies, the seed comes forth,
turning everything into gold. When Dev̄ı hears that a son has been born
she is satisfied.

This birth story is unique in several respects.13 First of all there is
the opening scene on Mt. Mandara. It is Dev̄ı’s request for a son born
from her own body, rather than the gods’ desire for a son to slay Tāraka,
that forms the starting point of the narrative. The hiding of Agni in a
pillar is also a unique motif, and the Skandapurān. a appears to be the
first text to introduce the motif of Agni as messenger of the gods. Also
noteworthy are the small Māhātmyas relating to places and events on the
golden peak of the Vindhya. This location for the couple’s union is unique
too; it is probably connected with the earlier Vindhyavāsin̄ı cycle of the
text. Finally, the remarkable motif of the pregnancy of the gods is a rare
feature, not found in any of the early epic accounts. The Skandapurān. a
thus makes a major intervention in the narrative tradition of the birth of

A problem arises when we try to connect the end of SP 72 with the start

of SPBh 163, which is where the Skanda cycle continues. For here Vyāsa
asks Sanatkumāra a number of questions, relating to Skanda’s birth, that
do not fit the present ending:

What did Vahni do when he received the seed of Śarva? How was
Skanda born? At which location [was] the very splendorous one
[born]? And how was he consecrated as general by the best of the
gods? And for what reason was he consecrated and at which spot,
O master? And how was Tāraka slain by him at the front of the
battle?14

In what follows, Agni continues to carry the seed, while, according to SP
72.135, the gods should have already given birth at Śaravara. Instead,
SPBh 163.5–7 narrates that Agni is not able to bear the seed, and that
he beseeches Gaṅgā to carry it for him. She receives the seed from Agni,
becomes pregnant with it, and gives birth to the six-faced Skanda (SPBh

163.8–15). The two accounts of Skanda’s birth are logically inconsistent.
How can we account for this? The answer may well lie in the process of
redaction, for there are strong indications that a large part of text was
inserted here, in between the end of SP 72 and the start of SPBh 163. If
one were to leave out the final part, where the gods return to Deva in
a pregnant state (SP 72.127–140), the storyline continued in SPBh 163
would follow much more naturally.15

There is strong additional support for the hypothesis that there is
a major insertion of text here, for it is precisely at this point that the
Andhaka cycle artificially interferes with the Skanda cycle. In SP 72.130
the gods, out of the blue, tell Deva that the Asura Andhaka is performing
excessive tapas and that it makes them afraid. Deva promises them that
he will slay the son of Hiran. yāks.a. There is no connection whatsoever
between the gods’ pregnancy at this moment and the slaying of Andhaka;
the introduction of Andhaka makes a forced impression.

Start of the Andhaka Cycle

The Andhaka cycle proper starts with Vyāsa’s questions about Andhaka
at the beginning of SP 73. Sanatkumāra tells him that after Hiran. yaka-

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śipu is killed by Narasim. ha, his younger brother Hiran. yāks.a takes over
as king of the Daityas. Since he does not have a son he starts practising
tapas. He does so at a place called Śaṅkukarn. a, at the confluence of the
Sindhu and the ocean (Sindhusāgara). We learn that Śaṅkukarn. a is the
spot where in former times Deva practised tapas for the welfare of the
world. When the gods tried to enter to see him, they were prevented by
Deva’s Gan. apa Śaṅkukarn. a. The episode serves to introduce the place of
Hiran. yāks.a’s tapas as a powerful Śaiva site; it concludes with a Māhātmya
of Śaṅkukarn. a (SP 73.57–67).

The name Śaṅkukarn. eśvara features in several early lists of Śaiva sites,
including, in the Skandapurān. a, SP 29.83b and SPBh 183.48d. Śaṅkukarn. a
must have been a major centre of Śaivism at the time of the text’s compo-
sition. Bakker (2014) has identified Śaṅkukarn. eśvara with the temple at
Banbhore, referred to as Debāl in Arabic sources, in Sindh at the mouth of
the Indus river. He concludes: ‘Śaṅkukarn. eśvara, identified with the great
temple in Debāl as described in the C̆āc̆-nāma, may thus be one of the
very few temples mentioned in the Skandapurān. a of which we have a con-
temporaneous description.’16 The two places where the demon brothers
practise tapas—Hiran.yakaśipu at Śr̄ıparvata and Hiran. yāks.a at Śaṅku-
karn. a—both lie outside the sphere of Madhyadeśa, which forms the focus
of much of the rest of the narration of the text. The remote location of
both these places is compatible with the topos of tapas, and also provides
important clues to the geographical horizons of the authors of the text.
These represent the boundaries of the Skandapurān. a’s vision of civilisa-
tion.17 Moreover, the fact that these are the very two places where Śiva
and Pārvat̄ı performed tapas in the remote past lends an air of prestige
to them and creates a connection across time and space.

After the Māhātmya of Śaṅkukarn. a, we are transported to Mt. Mainā-
ka for a scene that serves to explain the birth of Andhaka. Dev̄ı approaches
Deva from behind and covers his eyes. Everything becomes dark and Deva
materialises a third eye on his forehead. Out of the darkness Andhaka is
born. Deva gives the blind boy as a son to Hiran. yāks.a, who is practising
tapas at Śaṅkukarn. a. Andhaka grows up in Hiran. yāks.a’s household but
is depressed by his blindness and goes off to practise tapas himself, in
order to gain eyesight. He does so at the ascetic grove of Kanakhala, in

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the Himalayan mountains (SP 74). After years of ascetic mortification,
Brahmā appears. He grants him eyesight and another boon. Andhaka
asks for immortality, but Brahmā is only willing to give him this if he
states a loophole. Andhaka responds by asking that he may only be killed
if he does not bow to Dev̄ı, the Mother of the World. The scene recalls
the earlier episode of Hiran. yakaśipu’s tapas. The loophole is a connecting
element linking the stories, and eventual deaths, of both demons.

The Skandapurān. a is the first Purān. a to give a full account of the life
story of Andhaka. We learn very little about Andhaka from the Mahā-
bhārata, although the epithet ‘Slayer of Darkness/Andhaka’ (Andhaka-
ghātin) occurs in some praise hymns to Śiva, and several similes hint at
the killing of an Asura named Andhaka by Śiva.18 While the epic contains
no account of the birth of Andhaka, the Anuśāsanaparvan does include
a passage on the origin of Śiva’s third eye (MBh 13.127.26–45) that is
remarkably close to the episode of Dev̄ı’s covering of Deva’s eyes told in
the Skandapurān. a. It confirms our general impression of the closeness
of some of the material included in our text with the Anuśāsanaparvan.
The Skandapurān. a is unique compared to most other sources recounting
Andhaka’s tapas in specifying its location at Kanakhala. This concern for
topographical exactitude is characteristic of the text as a whole.

The War between the Asuras and the Devas

After Andhaka’s successful practice of tapas and his return home, Hira-
n. yāks.a organises a Kaumud̄ı festival to celebrate his son’s success (SP 75–
76.13). Detailed descriptions of the celebrations are given, some of which
are quoted in medieval Dharmanibandhas.19 When the celebrations are
over, all the Asuras assemble to discuss the course of action (SP 76.14–
77.75). Hiran. yāks.a states his intention to avenge the killing of his brother
Hiran. yakaśipu all by himself. Following a heated discussion, in which the
other Asuras insist that they also want to take part in the war with the
gods, they prepare for battle.

When the Asura army sets out for Amarāvat̄ı, dreadful omens start
to appear. Br.haspati advises the gods on the course of action, and the
gods start preparing for battle. They take up the ‘falcon’ array (vyūha),

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which is described in considerable detail. On their own side, the Asuras
form a counter-array called the ‘crescent moon’, and the battle takes off.
Extensive descriptions of the battle take up much of the second half of the
volume, culminating in the flight of the gods (SP 79.14–93.25).

One can identify a general development in the unfolding of the
Devāsura war. While initially it is a matter of all against all, as the
battle continues, it turns into one-to-one fights. While the gods seem
poised for victory initially, from SP 84 onwards the scales tip in favor of
the Asuras. This chapter introduces the theme of the battle as a sacrifice
(yuddhayajña) involving two opposing sacrificial parties. It also includes
an enumeration of the individual Devāsura duels, which functions as a
kind of Anukraman. ikā of the chapters that follow (SP 84.8–12 → SP
84–88).

The theme of a sacrificial battle derives from the Mahābhārata.20

There are many other elements in the battle scenes that attest to the
influence of the great epic, in particular its battle books. The epic war
between heroes is transported onto a higher plain, with the Asuras and
the Devas as protagonists, but the techniques of description remain es-
sentially the same.21 The fact that the battle descriptions are largely
informed by the Mahābhārata’s battle books also means that the reader
should be cautious in taking them as evidence for how war was actually
conducted in ancient India. They rather present a paradigm of warfare
that follows the textual models of the Arthaśāstra and the Mahābhārata,
although the extensive concern with the theme of war may well reflect the
general circumstance of a continuing state of war between different rival-
ing kingdoms at the time. While the introduction of an Anukraman. ikā of
individual duels finds no parallel in the Mahābhārata, there is a similar
presentation of duels in a passage in the Harivam. śa (HV App. 1 No. 42B
ll. 733–776). This features in a part of the Harivam. śa excised from the
main text of the critical edition, which—also in other respects—shows
remarkable correspondences to the structure of the presentation of the
Devāsura war. It attests to a shared narrative technique between the two
texts.22

The individual duels take up chapters 84 to 88, starting with Indra
and Hiran. yāks.a and ending with Dhruva and Hrada. After Hiran. yāks.a
captures Indra, Tvas.t.r. and Pūs.an and immobilises the weapons of the
gods, Vāyu, Soma, Agni and Yama once again go on the counter-attack

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(SP 89–93). It is Andhaka who gives the gods the final blow, after which
Hiran. yāks.a orders the Asuras to take over the kingdom of the gods. Hi-
ran. yāks.a installs regents throughout the kingdom to occupy the former
offices of the gods, consecrates Andhaka in Amarāvat̄ı and successfully
rules the entire world himself (SP 94–95). In the process he takes the
Earth to Rasātala and holds her captive under the Śaṅkha mountain.
This will eventually form the reason for Vis.n. u’s manifestation as Varāha
(SPBh 97–110).

The description of Hiran. yāks.a’s takeover of the kingdom of the gods
conforms to an ideal model of Arthaśāstric conquest. At each city the
Asura army displays Hiran. yāks.a’s might and declares victory, while the
citizens come out and receive them as the new rulers, offering Hiran. yāks.a
gifts of welcome. Hiran. yāks.a installs an Asura in office, and the citizens
are told to respect him as the new ruler in charge. Hiran. yāks.a rules his
newly acquired kingdom in accordance with the dharma, and his kingdom
prospers as a result. The Asuras are not represented as wicked demons
but as an opposing party that is just as well able to follow the dharma.
In contrast to the attitude displayed in some other early Purān. as, which
tend to portray the Asuras as the embodiment of all evil,23 the Skanda-
purān. a here presents the Asuras in a much more favourable light. The
Asuras are Śiva-worshippers and they follow and promote the dharma. It
is ultimately their adherence to Śaivism that makes their rule successful.

Dharmanibandha Citations of the Kaumud̄ımahotsava

The text edited in the present volume includes a fairly long passage on
the Kaumud̄ı or Moonlight festivities (SP 75.12, SP 75.22–39, SP 76.1–
2, SP 76.6), which is cited by at least three Dharmanibandha authors.24

This provides a first and thus far unique occasion to examine how these
authors used the text, and possibly to better evaluate the relationship of
the citations and to see what they can tell us about the history of the
Skandapurān. a.25 The first two authors, Laks.mı̄dhara and Can.d. eśvara,
were pointed out already in SP I (pp. 7–8, 11–13), and one could consider
adding Mitramísra, author of the Vı̄ramitrodaya. It is highly unlikely,
however, that he had direct access to the Skandapurān. a.26 Mitramísra

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appears to have been active between 1610 and 1640, in or near Orccha.27

For a start, the Rājan̄ıtiprakāśa of the Vı̄ramitrodaya does not cite
any passages that are not quoted also by Laks.mı̄dhara or Can.d. eśvara.
Some minor differences aside, the citation in the Vı̄ramitrodaya follows
Laks.mı̄dhara’s citation and variants quite closely,28 including the verses
not cited by Can. d. eśvara (SP 75.36–39) and some of the omissions (SP
75.12cd and SP 75.33). There are only three hemistichs (SP 75.26 and SP
75.30ab) that figure in Mitramísra’s text but are omitted by Laks.mı̄dha-
ra; they are however found in Can.d. eśvara’s citation. It is also possible
that these six pādas were omitted only in the transmission of Laks.mı̄-
dhara’s text, but were still part of the Kr.tyakalpataru when Mitramísra
consulted it. Considering the rather overwhelming agreement between
Laks.mı̄dhara’s and Mitramísra’s citations, and being aware of Laks.mı̄-
dhara’s importance and influence as an authority, it is most likely that
Mitramísra used Laks.mı̄dhara’s work to cite the Skandapurān. a.

This leaves us with two first-hand citations by Laks.mı̄dhara and
Can. d. eśvara, which do not include the same verses, although the core part
of the description is shared by them. Can. d. eśvara omits the last section
of the text, which lists substances to be used for bathing Śiva’s image
and offerings to be given to it afterwards. By saying ityādy abhidhāya,
however, he does refer to the list, which he apparently did not intend to
cite in full, perhaps to remain concise.29

Laks.mı̄dhara’s omissions are less obvious to explain. First, he omits SP
75.12 and SP 75.33, two verses that give the narrative context of the ritual
description. It seems therefore likely that by adapting the Purān. ic passage
to his prescriptive work, he discarded these narrative details, which did
not serve his purpose. Secondly, he also omits SP 75.26, which explains
what brahmins must do at the festivities. This verse is somewhat out
of context in a series of prescriptions about decorations. In this case,
however, Laks.mı̄dhara’s omission of the verse is less obviously explicable.

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Finally, his omission of SP 75.30ab may be due to the irregular syntax of
the Skandapurān. a (nominatives for accusatives), which Laks.mı̄dhara may
have wanted to eliminate. It also cannot be excluded that all of these
verses were dropped in the transmission of Laks.mı̄dhara’s work.30

In addition to omissions, there are other differences between the two
citations. In general, Can.d. eśvara’s text seems to have been much bet-
ter preserved than Laks.mı̄dhara’s, which has numerous corruptions of its
own.31 Indeed, Can.d. eśvara’s citation has even helped us to reconstruct
the text. In SP 75.23f, none of our manuscripts read dattapaṅkā,32 and
Can.d. eśvara’s citation provides the appropriate reading from which the
corruptions can easily be explained.33

One tendency that the two Dharmanibandha authors share is that
they try to eliminate the Asuric context of the original passage, namely
by changing the Daitya women (SP 75.28f) into divine (divya) women
(Laks.mı̄dhara) or just into ‘women’ (yos. itah. , Can.d. eśvara). Similarly, the
night-time celebrations, which are originally said to ‘destroy the gods’
in SP 75.22f (suranāśin̄ı) since it is the demons who talk, come to be
called ‘destroyers of the demons’ in both Laks.mı̄dhara’s and Can.d. eśva-
ra’s versions. The same tendency can also be observed elsewhere, for
instance in one of Laks.mı̄dhara’s citations given in SP II A.34 One can

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easily understand that the authors felt it more appropriate to give their
dharmic prescriptions a divine rather than a demonic context.35

It has been observed several times that these two authors cite a re-
cension of the Skandapurān. a that is closer, at least in some important
respects, to an ancestor of the R and A recensions than to the S recen-
sion, most importantly because they cite several passages present only in
RA.36 Furthermore, the readings of Laks.mı̄dhara and Can. d. eśvara, where
both are available, are generally closer to each other than to RA.37 From
this, one can conclude that the two authors used essentially the same
text. The citations of the Kaumud̄ımahotsava, however, suggest that con-
cerning some minor points, the text cited by Laks.mı̄dhara is sometimes
slightly closer to the S recension than the one cited by Can. d. eśvara. Two
important variants must be taken into account here, in which the differ-
ences cannot be attributed to the mere corruption of the Dharmanibandha
texts.

First, in SP 75.32cd, the S recension reads śār̄ıram. , followed by
Laks.mı̄dhara, while RA read dehe tu, adopted by Can.d. eśvara. Al-
though the meaning is the same, the change cannot be attributed to the
corruption of aks.aras or to an attempt to remedy a corruption.

The second case is less unambiguous. In SP 75.34cd Laks.mı̄dhara
again follows S, changing only the vocative of Vyāsa into rudram. , and
the perfect (snāpayām āsa) into the optative (snāpaȳıta for snāpayeta),
probably again to eliminate the contextual or narrative elements.38 Thus,
Laks.mı̄dhara reads divase divase rudram. snāpaȳıta (for snāpayeta) pra-
yatnavān (‘every day he should bathe [the image of] Rudra, with care’),
while S has divase divase vyāsa snāpayām āsa yatnavān (‘every day he
bathed [Śiva’s image], O Vyāsa, with care’).

Instead of this line, Can. d. eśvara has a line that can be found, in a
practically identical form, only in RA: sarvasyāyatanam. gatvā svayam
eva subhaktitah. . The first word transmitted in R is śarvasya, which is cer-
tainly the intended reading given by Can. d. eśvara too;39 the sentence hence
means ‘Going to a temple of Śiva, he himself, with great devotion. . . ’ This
reading is not problematic in R, for the text, after enumerating some sub-

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stances, gives the missing verb in SP 75.37d: tryambakam. so ’bhyas.ecayat
(‘he bathed Tryambaka’). It is however problematic in Can.d. eśvara’s read-
ing, for he does not continue his citation until SP 75.37 and so there is no
verb.

Looking at the A recension, it gives both the hemistich transmitted in S
and probably read by Laks.mı̄dhara before transforming it (divase divase
vyāsa snāpayām āsa yatnavān), as well as a corrupt version of what R
and Can.d. eśvara read (parvan. y āyatanam. gatvā svayam eva subhaktitah. ).
There are several possible ways to explain this variation and distribution
of variants, but a few elements are certain.

At this place, both Dharmanibandha citations are contiguous. If they
had had both lines from an ancestor of the A recension, it is not partic-
ularly likely (though not inconveivable) that either of them would have
omitted a line on purpose, without good reason, especially Can.d. eśvara,
who does not seem to have such a habit. On the one hand, there is noth-
ing in the line starting śarvasyāyatanam. that could prompt Laks.mı̄dhara’s
rejection if he had an ancestor of A in front of him (unlike in the other
passages examined), on the other hand, Can.d. eśvara would probably not
have eliminated a line that provided the much needed verb in the sentence
if he had had some form of A.40 If we accept that nothing was dropped
by the Nibandhakāras or the transmitters in this case—which is not the
only possible scenario—then Laks.mı̄dhara agrees with S, while Can.d. eśva-
ra agrees with R.41

The evidence of SP 75.32cd and the variants in SP 75.34cd suggest that
Laks.mı̄dhara’s text may at times be slightly closer to the S recension in
some respects than to Can. d. eśvara’s, even if they used what was basically
the same recension, an early ancestor of RA.42 Such a difference can be
explained in many ways,43 but it certainly does not imply a linear change

Therefore, we can conclude that the Kaumud̄ımahotsava passage as
transmitted in Can.d. eśvara’s citation strongly confirms that Can.d. eśvara
had access to an ancestor of the R and A recensions (being possibly closer
to R), and that Laks.mı̄dhara’s text, although he reads essentially the
same recension as Can.d. eśvara, occasionally may transmit variants that
are closer to the S recension. The passage also shows that Can.d. eśvara’s
text is probably better preserved, at least as far as one can judge from the
printed editions of this passage, and that both authors seem to interfere
with the text occasionally to adapt it to their own purposes.

Language and Style

Certain features of language and style that are characteristic of the chap-
ters edited here may reveal something about the process of composition
and redaction of the text. One particularly outstanding feature in this
respect is the use of the epithet ‘Son of Śakti’ (Śaktinandana) to address
Vyāsa. This epithet is attested 11 times, from SP 71.46b to SPBh 126.4b,
after which it disappears, not to be used again. This distribution more or
less covers the part that deals with Vis.n. u’s manifestations and the vari-
ous Devāsura wars,44 but significantly the epithet does not feature in the
Skanda cycle, started in SP 72. Its limited use may therefore be indicative
of a different authorship of the part of the text dealing with Vis.n. u’s man-
ifestations. While there is no intrinsic connection between the meaning of
the epithet and the specific content of the text, other features discussed
below are more directly related to the subject matter.

The Use of Similes

The descriptions of the battles between the Devas and the Asuras are
remarkably rich in detail and display the author’s proficiency, as well as a
real sense of joy, at the staging of the events. The speeches and debates
are lively and full of effective rhetoric. Particularly noteworthy is the
employment of unconventional and innovative similes in the depiction of
battle scenes, many of which are pregnant with meaning.

Also noteworthy is SP 76.46, in which
Hiran. yāks.a rises ‘like Śakra’s banner at the [Indra] festival’ (śakraketur
ivotsave). In SP 81.15, on the other hand, Indra cuts Hiran. yāks.a’s mace
to pieces, ‘like a Nāstika [shatters] matters of dharma’ (dharmārthān iva
nāstikah. ). These similes deliberately play with the conventional identities
of the opposing sides of the army.

Another group of similes likens the Asuras to various planets, some-
times with reference to very specific constellations. Chapter 77 in partic-
ular has a number of such astrological references: for example, SP 77.2,
which refers to a constellation that occurs when Venus reaches the five
asterisms of Maghā. This particular constellation is associated in astro-
logical literature with destruction of the crops. Also remarkable is SP
77.69–72, which describes the Asura army setting out: Śukra goes in front
of Hiran. yāks.a ‘like Mercury [rising] before Venus’ (tasyaivābhūd yathā
budhah. ); Andhaka goes on his right ‘like the Sun [which is right/south] of
the world when it takes the southern course’ (daks. in. āyanam āsādya yathā
lokasya bhāskarah. ); Vipracitti goes on his left ‘like Himavat, the supreme
mountain, [standing left/north] of Bhāratavars.a’ (bhāratasyeva vars.asya
himavān parvatottamah. ); and all the other Dānavas go before and after
him ‘like the planets [surrounding] the moon’ (śaśāṅkasya yathā grahāh. ).45

Other similes are simply unique. In SP 85.26, Vala catches a mace
called ‘the root of death’ (kālamūla) mid-flight, ‘like Nandin [who con-
quered] his own death’ (nand̄ı mr. tyum. yathātmanah. ). The simile refers to
an important episode narrated earlier in the text (SP 30.39ff.). In SP 90.7,
Hiran. yāks.a’s charioteer carries his master away from the battlefield, ‘like
the Nidhis [carrying away] Dhaneśa’ (dhaneśam. nidhayo yathā). The sim-
ile portrays the Nidhis, who are the personification of Kubera’s treasures,
as carrying their master to safety. In a fanciful image in SP 92.7, describ-
ing how Agni burns the tongues of all the wailing Dānavas, the fire inside
each mouth is compared to a ‘burning light in a cave’ (guhāyām. d̄ıpavat
sthitah. ). Other battle-scene similes involve images of the liberation and
conquest of the senses. For example, in SP 80.42, Andhaka does not budge
when he is struck on the head by Yama, ‘like a sage who has conquered his
senses when he is touched by the objects of the senses’ (jitendriyo munir
yadvat spr.s. t.o vis.ayagocaraih. ), while in SP 82.15, the heads of members of
the army of the gods no longer move, ‘like those who are on the path of
moks.a’ (yathā moks.apathi sthitāh. ).

Formulaic Phrases in the Battle Descriptions

In addition to the remarkable use of similes, the descriptions of the battles
between Hiran. yāks.a’s army and the army of the gods have many stock
phrases that are peculiar to this part of the text (SP 76–SPBh 108). While
some of them are also found in later chapters that deal with Devāsura wars
(SPBh 115–129), they do not occur in other major battle scenes, such as
those between the goddesses and the Asuras in the Vindhyavāsin̄ı cycle
(SP III), between the Gan. as and the Asuras in the Andhaka cycle (SPBh

130–156) and between Skanda and Tāraka (SPBh 165). They are also
very rare or lacking in the epics. In short, these stock phrases evince the
stylistic coherence and particularity of this part of the text.46

A first example is rathenāmbudanādinā (‘on a chariot resounding like
a cloud’), which is found altogether six times in the present volume (SP
77.69b, SP 81.21b, SP 85.17b, SP 87.7d, SP 87.19b and SP 91.23d), as
well as in SPBh 115.6c.47 A phrase of two pādas in length, tes. ām. tes. ām.
ca sam. grāmah. sughorah. samapadyata (‘a very terrible battle took place
between them’), occurs three times in the relevant chapters (SP 81.20ab,
SP 89.4ab and SP 89.48ab), and elsewhere with slight variations, but each
time within the chapters that describe the Devāsura wars.48 The battle
cry gr.hn. a gr.hn. eti (‘seize, seize!’) is also used four times in the chapters at
issue (SP 80.46b, SP 87.22b, SP 89.3e and SP 89.43d) and once elsewhere
(SPBh 115.29c). The unique simile citrapat.t.ārpita (‘painted on a picture’),
possibly influenced by Kālidāsa, occurs four times in the battle scenes in
this volume (SP 80.33d, SP 82.14f, SP 90.30d and SP 90.35d; see n. 222 on
p. 78). Another pāda-length stock phrase, yugāntāmbudavan nadan (‘re-

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sounding like a cloud at the end of a Yuga’), occurs three times (SP 86.58d,
SP 93.11b and SPBh 103.7d), as do the variations yugāntāmbudavat ...
nādam. (SP 91.25cd) and yugāntāmbudanisvanah. (SP 79.3d). The image
of fallen warriors groaning with pain, comparable to the crying of sinners
in hells—which occurs three times with slightly different wordings (SP
80.5cd, SP 81.34cd and SP 85.6cd)—is also characteristic of the present
chapters. The phrase tasyāpatata eva (evāśu or evātha, once evām. śah. )
occurs six times in this part (SP 80.24a, SP 81.15a, SP 82.3a, SP 89.59a,
SP 91.24a and SPBh 105.21a) and twice elsewhere (SPBh 115.228a and
SPBh 122.5a). It is also used in the Mahābhārata, but only twice (MBh
7.163.2a and MBh 14.83.20a).

A pattern found in even pādas, in which two verbs in the perfect are
combined with ca (X ca Y ca), also deserves attention. The first verb (X)
may vary, but most frequent is the use of rarāsa as the second verb (Y)
in the Skandapurān. a (eight times in the relevant battle chapters and once
elsewhere), or nanāda (five times in total). The pattern also occurs in
the epics, but here nanāda is most common for the second verb,49 while
rarāsa is never used.

The Influence of the Battle Books of the Mahābhārata

In the battle descriptions of the chapters mentioned above (SP 76–SPBh

108, SPBh 115–129), some of the specific formulae are shared in particular
with the battle books (6–9) of the Mahābhārata.50

The phrase śaraih. sam. nataparvabhih. (‘with arrows with bent knots’),
occurs three times in the chapters at issue, with variations (e.g. bhallaih. ,
ś̄ıtaih. and bān. aih. for śaraih. , as well as the accusative plural for instrumen-
tal plural). It is very popular in the Mahābhārata and the Rāmāyan. a, but
their concentration in the battle books of the Mahābhārata is conspicu-
ous: 41 times in book 6, 32 times in book 7 and 16 times in book 8.51 It
may be noteworthy that it also occurs five times in HV App. 1 No. 42B,
which narrates a version of the Vāmana myth with lengthy battle scenes

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between the gods and the Asuras. Another stock phrase is tad adbhutam
ivābhavat, which is found four times in this volume (SP 80.20d, SP 81.13d,
SP 86.10d and SP 87.35d); it occurs throughout the Mahābhārata, but is
especially common in books 6 (17 times) and 7 (27 times). The epithet
praharatām. varah. (‘best of the attackers’) at the end of an even pāda oc-
curs seven times in the relevant chapters (SP 80.25b, SP 81.32b, SP 82.3b,
SP 82.8b, SP 87.32b, SP 87.40b and SP 90.2b) and twice elsewhere (SP
73.41b and SPBh 121.45b). The phrase is popular in the Mahābhārata,
but it is not limited to the battle books.52

The phrase abhidudrāva vegena (‘he attacked with speed’) in odd pādas
occurs three times in this volume (SP 73.41c, SP 81.14c and SP 91.23c) and
twice in another Devāsura war (SPBh 121.46c and SPBh 122.4c). This pāda
only occurs in the battle books in the Mahābhārata,53 but it is also found
in the Rāmāyan. a and twice in HV App. 1 No. 42B.54 A bow drawn in a full
circle is another popular image in both the Skandapurān. a and the Mahā-
bhārata, expressed by a compound man. d. al̄ıkr. takārmuka or man. d. al̄ıkr. ta
qualifying a noun for a bow or a weapon, e.g. dhanus, āyudha. The image
is encountered four times in the Devāsura battle scenes in the Skandapu-
rān. a (SP 81.41a, SP 85.2b, SP 85.4b and SPBh 121.50a), eight times in
the Mahābhārata, of which seven in books 6 to 8 and once in the Harivam. -
śa (HV App. 1 No. 42B). The number of attestations in the Mahābhārata
is not very high, but the exact wording of SP 81.41a (= SPBh 121.50a)
occurs twice in book 6 and once in book 7. Another shared expression is
tis. t.ha tis. t.heti cābrav̄ıt (‘and he said: “stand still!”’), occurring five times
in the chapters at issue (SP 80.34d, SP 87.19d, SP 89.58d, SP 92.3d and SP
93.11d) and once elsewhere (SP 33.87d). It is also found with various other
words for cābrav̄ıt, but the phrase with cābrav̄ıt is the most common. In
the battle books of the Mahābhārata, we find the same formula ten times
in book 6, nine times in book 7 and five times in book 8. In this case, too,
it is the most common formula, although there are variations for cābrav̄ıt.

The verb
√

n̄ı with the accusative yamasādanam at the end of an
even pāda, meaning ‘to bring somebody to Yama’s abode’, i.e. ‘to kill
somebody’, is another popular formula. It occurs altogether eight times
in the chapters at issue and three times in other chapters (SPBh 115.22d,
SPBh 119.21d and SPBh 154.10b). The same formula is found eight times
in book 6, four times in book 7 and once or twice in some of the other

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books of the Mahābhārata.55 The influence of the battle books of the
Mahābhārata may also be noticed in the use of names of weapons. A sort
of small arrow called ks.udraka, which is mentioned in SP 86.8b, is not
a well-known weapon, but it features four times in book 6, five times in
book 7 and once in book 8 of the Mahābhārata.

Besides the relative frequency of occurrences of formulae, some more
peculiar, idiomatic phrases also attest to the influence of the battle books
of the Mahābhārata on the battle chapters of the Skandapurān. a. An exam-
ple is SP 86.23d: sudr.s. t.am. kriyatām. jagat (‘Give a good look to the world
(before you die)!’). This phrase occurs, with lokah. for jagat (sudr.s. t.ah.
kriyatām. lokah. ), in MBh 6.104.47cd, MBh 7.28.13c and MBh 7.45.15a.56

Another striking example is SP 87.13f: mr.tyur ivāntakah. (‘like Death, the
ender’). The apposition of Mr.tyu and Antaka may seem strange because
both are names of Death, but the same expression is attested, in either
the nominative or accusative, four times in book 7 of the Mahābhārata
(MBh 7.15.38d, MBh 7.61.31d, MBh 7.66.40b and MBh 7.114.86d), once
in book 9 (MBh 9.16.6b) and once in the Rāmāyan. a (Rām. 6.73.15d).

A Different Authorship?

To conclude, the battle descriptions of the Skandapurān. a contain several
formulaic expressions whose attestations are more or less restricted to the
part concerned with Hiran. yāks.a’s battles with the gods (SP 76–SPBh 108),
as well as some of the Devāsura battles (SPBh 115–129). This fact suggests
that the battle descriptions of those chapters were composed by the same
author, and that this author was different from the one(s) responsible for
the battle descriptions in the other chapters, such as the Vindhyavāsin̄ı
cycle and the Skanda cycle. The former was well acquainted with formulae
in the battle descriptions of the Mahābhārata, and made frequent use of
them, but also invented unique formulaic phrases and similes of his own,
as discussed above. The frequent use of the unique epithet Śaktinanda-
na in reference to Vyāsa, which is restricted to the very same part of
text, supports the view of a different authorship. We hope to return to
this question in greater detail in the next volume, also in relation to the
position of these chapters within the larger composition of the text.

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Editorial Policy

In editing the text published here we have followed the aims and methods
of the critical edition of the Skandapurān. a as set out in the previous
volumes. Readers new to the text are referred to the relevant sections
of the prolegomena and introductions.57 The presentation of the critical
apparatus likewise follows the model set by SP I.58 The lists of symbols
and abbrevations and of sigla used in the apparatus are printed before the
Sanskrit text for easy reference.

Manuscript Condition

Two features of the manuscript condition of the text contained in this
volume should be pointed out. First, 30 folios are lost in S2 after f. 117.
This loss covers the text from the beginning of chapter 77 (SP 77.1c)
to the middle of chapter 105 of the next volume. As a consequence,
Bhat.t.arā̄ı, the editor of the first edition, could only consult manuscripts
S1 and A3. This has resulted in the indication of loss of many aks.aras
in his edition in cases where folios of S1 are also lost or damaged. In
our new edition, however, we have been able to retrieve the lost passages
from S3, a manuscript that probably shared an exemplar with S2 and is
nearly complete for this part of the text.59 The recovery of SP 94.7–
18d is especially noteworthy. Because the text missing in S1 due to the
loss of one folio happens to overlap with text missing in the A recension
(probably due to the loss of a folio in its hyparchetype), SP 94.7–18d is
preserved only in S3, except for 7ab, which is also preserved in R (the text
of about one folio is lost after 7c in R). The retrieved text contains an
intriguing conversation between the sages and Hiran. yāks.a, which reveals
the dharmic/ethical character of Hiran. yāks.a’s rule in the SP.

The second point worth noting is a change of scribe in S1 from f. 145 on-
wards (from SP 91.4a2). In contrast to the scribe of the previous part, the
new scribe, who continues until the end of the text, distinguishes between
the characters va and ba. These two characters are clearly distinguished

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in old epigraphical records in North India and Nepal, such as the Gupta
and Licchavi inscriptions, but their distinction becomes blurred later.60

In Nepalese manuscripts from the eighth century and later, those distin-
guishing between va and ba are very rare. It is not sufficient, however, to
argue on this basis that S1 is older than S2, which is likewise ascribed to
the ninth century. Rather, this may have depended on the writing con-
ventions of the scribe, or of a workshop of manufacturing manuscripts in
Nepal between the eighth and the twelfth centuries.

Grammatical and Syntactical Anomalies

As in previous volumes, the text edited here displays a number of gram-
matical and syntactical anomalies, deviating from standard Sanskrit. In
comparison to the text of the editio princeps, this is much more common in
our edition. This is because Bhat.t.arā̄ı often selected the more grammati-
cally ‘correct’ reading or emended the text accordingly, while we consider
this Purān. ic Sanskrit to be an original feature of the composition of the
text. The list below draws attention to some noteworthy examples. The
instances listed here may be collated with others already mentioned in SP
I: 27–29, SP II B: 21–23 and SP III: 67–73, as well as the individual cases
discussed in the philological commentaries of SP II A and Bisschop 2006.

1.2 SP 70.20–71.13: The background: the rise and rule of Hiran. ya-
kaśipu.

∗ SP 70.20–22: Hiran. yakaśipu’s birth and consecration as
king of the Daityas.

∗ SP 70.23–36: Hiran. yakaśipu’s tapas at Śr̄ıparvata and re-
ceipt of a boon. He conquers the three worlds.

Hiran. yakaśipu goes there
himself and is killed by Narasim. ha. The gods regain their
kingdom.

1.4 SP 71.48–73: Śiva takes on the form of a Śarabha and confronts
Narasim. ha, who ends up praising him. The Śarabha tramples
Narasim. ha and Vis.n. u returns to his original state.

2 SP 72: Start of the Skanda Cycle

– SP 72.1–25: Śiva and Dev̄ı enjoy Mt. Mandara. Dev̄ı expresses
her desire for a son. They move to the golden peak of the
Vindhya and engage in union (yoga).
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– SP 72.26–57: Omens appear. The gods hold council and agree
that no son should be born to Dev̄ı. They decide that Agni
should be their messenger.

– SP 72.58–102: Agni is granted entry by Nand̄ı́sa and receives
a boon from Śiva. He introduces the gods, who request Śiva to
put a stop their union. Śiva consents. Agni offers to bear the
seed.

– SP 72.103–116: Dev̄ı is angry and hurls a water lily at Nand̄ı́sa,
which turns into the secret pool Bhadrotpala. Māhātmya of
Bhadrotpala.

– SP 72.117–126: Dev̄ı curses the gods and the Earth. Māhātmya
of the Golden Peak.

– SP 72.127–139: The gods become pregnant. They release the
seed at Śaravara in the middle of Mt. Meru. The seed turns
everything into gold. Dev̄ı is pleased with the birth of a son.

3 SP 73–95: Start of the Andhaka Cycle

3.1 SP 73–74: Hiran. yāks.a’s tapas at Śaṅkukarn. a to father a son.
Māhātmya of Śaṅkukarn. a. Birth of Andhaka and his gaining
of eyesight.

∗ SP 73.1–5: After Hiran. yakaśipu has been slain, Hiran. yāks.a
becomes king of the Daityas. Hiran. yāks.a does not have a
son and so goes to Śaṅkukarn. a, at the confluence of the
Sindhu and the ocean, to practise tapas there.

· SP 73.6–68: In former times Śiva practised tapas at
Śaṅkukarn. a. The gods tried to enter but they were
captured by the Gan. apa Śaṅkukarn. a. Māhātmya of
Śaṅkukarn. a.

∗ SP 73.69–96: Dev̄ı closes Śiva’s eyes in jest on Mt. Mai-
nāka. The world turns dark. Śiva proposes to give the
Darkness as a son to Hiran. yāks.a. Andhaka grows up as
Hiran. yāks.a’s son. Unhappy with his blindness, Andhaka
decides to practise tapas.

∗ SP 74: Andhaka practices tapas at Kanakhala and gains
eyesight from Brahmā. Being offered another boon, he asks
that he may not be killed unless he does not bow to the
Mother of the World.

3.2 SP 75–77: Hiran. yāks.a’s festivals and his counsel for war.

∗ SP 75.1–76.13: Hiran. yāks.a organises a Kaumud̄ı and De-
varātri to celebrate the successful return of his son. De-
scription of the Kaumud̄ı festivities.
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∗ SP 76.14–77.75: All the Asuras come together in the as-
sembly hall. Hiran. yāks.a expresses his desire to avenge the
gods. Vipracitti and Andhaka join in with their views. The
Asuras prepare for battle, Hiran. yāks.a mounts his chariot
and the Asura army sets out.

3.3 SP 78–95: War between the Asuras and Devas. Hiran. yāks.a’s
victory and his capture of the Earth.

∗ SP 78: Dreadful portents appear in Amarāvat̄ı. The De-
vas prepare for battle, forming the ‘falcon’ array, and start
their march.

∗ SP 79: The Asuras form the ‘crescent moon’ counter-array.
The Devas and Asuras start fighting.

∗ SP 80: Scenes of the Devas and Asuras fighting.

∗ SP 81: Hiran. yāks.a fights Indra, but Indra destroys his
weapons. Am. śa slays the Asura army with his bow.

∗ SP 82: Vala fights Am. śa. Vāyu deflects a mountain peak
thrown by Vala back onto the Asura army, killing many
Dānavas. They flee but are castigated by Hiran. yāks.a.

∗ SP 83: The Dānavas return to battle. The Asuras and
Devas resume their fight.

∗ SP 84: Fight between Indra and Hiran. yāks.a. Indra loses.

∗ SP 85: Fights between Vāyu and Vipracitti; Am. śa and
Śambara; Bhaga and Vala; and Pūs.an and Virocana. The
gods are losing.

∗ SP 86: Fight between Pūs.an and Virocana continued.
Fights between Mitra and Bali; Varun. a and Bān. a; Yama
and Andhaka; and Jayanta and Ilvala. The gods are
losing.

∗ SP 87: Fights between Candramas and Maya; Ahirbudhna
and Rāhu; Kāpālin and Śataketu; Ajaikapād and Kālane-
mi; and Jvara and Kārtasvana. The gods are losing.

∗ SP 88: Fights between Aryaman and Prahlāda; Dhara and
Anuhlāda; and Dhruva and Hrada. The gods are losing,
but they attack once again.

∗ SP 89: Hiran. yāks.a captures several gods. Vāyu defeats the
Dānavas. Hiran. yāks.a again overcomes Vāyu. The battle
continues.

∗ SP 90: Soma pierces Hiran. yāks.a. His charioteer carries
him away from the battlefield. The Daityas and Dānavas
attack Soma, but he subdues them all.
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∗ SP 91: Discussion between Hiran. yāks.a and his charioteer,
the son of Garutman, who defends his choice to carry him
away from the battlefield. Hiran. yāks.a turns into Rāhu and
destroys Soma.

∗ SP 92: Agni burns the demons. Hiran. yāks.a turns into a
rain cloud to quench the fire. The smoke that arises makes
everything invisible, leading to the Āt.i-Baka battle.

∗ SP 93: Vāyu blows away the smoke, ending the Āt.i-Baka
battle. Yama and Andhaka fight. The gods are forced to
flee. The Asuras take over Amarāvat̄ı.

∗ SP 94: The Asuras take over the abodes of Varun. a and
Yama. New rulers are installed there.

∗ SP 95: The Asuras take over Laṅkā, the dwelling of Kube-
ra. Prahlāda is installed as ruler of Laṅkā and Andhaka as
ruler of Amarāvat̄ı. Hiran. yāks.a rules the world and holds
the Earth captive in Rasātala. His kingdom prospers.
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Deva enjoys himself with Dev̄ı in a divine residence on Mt. Mandara. Indra, Soma and
Vāyu appear at the door and are led in by Nandin. Indra requests that Śam. kara makes
Vis.n. u give up the Man-Lion form that he assumed to kill Hiran. yakaśipu. Vāyu asks to
be provided with a body, and Soma asks to be freed from the consumption with which
Daks.a had cursed him.

This section marks the beginning of the story of Hiran. yakaśipu, the son of Prajā-
pati Kaśyapa and Diti. Hiran. yakaśipu is consecrated king of the Daityas and desires
to rule the three worlds. He practices severe tapas at Śr̄ıparvata. Brahmā appears and
he receives immortality from him under a series of conditions. Hiran. yakaśipu conquers
the three worlds.

Māhātmya of Śr̄ıparvata. Dev̄ı sees Pāśupata yogins reach perfection there. She
practises great tapas to acquire the same result. (+ p. 107)

1 Vyāsa asks Sanatkumāra what Mahādeva did after returning to Manda-
ra together with the Daughter of the Mountain. Sanatkumāra tells him.
Back on Mt. Mandara, Hara delights with Pārvat̄ı in a divine, golden
residence, with beautiful staircases and painted decorations,61 fashioned
by the mind. Jagatpati is served and entertained there by the Gan. eśvaras,
headed by Nand̄ı́svara, and the Siddhas.

5 As Devadeva is sporting thus (d̄ıvyatas),62 Indra (Sahasrāks.a), the Moon
(Śaśāṅka) and Vāyu come to him. Arriving at the door, they behold Na-
ndin and, folding their hands, they request that Nandin allow them to see
Deveśa. Thereupon, Nandin approaches and, halting at the threshold, he
informs Śambhu that the three gods have arrived. Devadeva tells him to
let them in. The three gods enter in the presence of Śam. kara. Bowing
down, they stand together and behold Vibhu, the giver of boons. Then
Lokeśa speaks to them: ‘What can I do for you gods? For what purpose
have you come? Speak, I will give everything that you seek, immortals!’

11 The Thousand-Eyed (Sahasrāks.a) says to Śam. kara: ‘Vis.n. u, the destroyer
of the armies of the enemies, will not give up the frightening from of

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has killed him. We stand uneasy in fear, O Śam. kara, because of that form,
eager for meat. Please show us your favour, O best of the gods, so that
Mādhava abandons that lion form.’ Thereupon, the Bearer of the Pināka
says to Śakra: ‘I will make sure that Vis.n. u abandons the frightening lion
form. Your anxiety can go!’

16 Then Vāyu requests of Śam. kara: ‘Please make me bodiless no longer.’
Trilocana provides him with a magnificent body, whereby he gains a corpo-
real form (mūrtimān).64 Next Śaśāṅka requests of Him: ‘Formerly Daks.a
cursed my body to be subject to consumption (yaks.ma). Please show me
your favour and make me free from it.’ Deva tells Śaśin, who is bowed
down: ‘You shall be free from consumption after practising tapas at Pra-
bhāsa.’65 When Vāyu, Soma and Sahasrāks.a have all attained their boon
they go to their homes.

21 Vyāsa asks Sanatkumāra how the Daitya Hiran. yakaśipu was destroyed by
the Man-Lion (Narasim. ha), how powerful he was, how mighty, and what
his tapas was. Sanatkumāra tells him.66 Prajāpati Kaśyapa had a wife
called Diti. She was the daughter of Daks.a and bore two sons:67 the elder
was Hiran. yakaśipu and the younger Hiran. yāks.a. In former times Brahmā

The Somnāthpattan
Praśasti of Bhāva Br.haspati, dated Vallabha 850 = c. ad 1169, continues and ex-
pands upon the tradition: ‘In this inscription the holy site is said, in a mysterious
Śārdūlavikr̄ıd. ita verse, to have been given by Soma, who was purified by Śiva,
to the Pāśupatas who in the Kr.tayuga had gone to Vr.ndāvana due to a curse of
Gaur̄ı, after he had established his own (i.e. Soma’s) path (paddhati) by order of
Śiva’ (Bakker 2014, 140, n. 431; see also Davis 1994).

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consecrated him (Hiran. yakaśipu) king of the Daityas, Vipracitti king of
the Dānavas68 and Sahasrāks.a king of the gods. This triad of lords was
distinguished.

24 Then, as they are ruling the three worlds, Hiran. yakaśipu, desiring to seize
Śakra’s kingship, fixes his mind on tapas to make the three worlds his own.
He goes to the southern region and stops at Śr̄ıparvata to practise severe
tapas there. The lord of the Daityas offers fuel sticks mixed with his own
blood into the fire.69 He stands full of resolve, with upward arms, without
support, gazing at the sun all day, on one foot, without blinking his eyes.
As he remains in this position for two thousand divine years, the three
worlds start to shake because of his great tapas. Then Brahmā, whose
vehicle is a lotus (Kamalavāhana), approaches and respectfully offers him
a boon. When the king of the Daityas sees Brahmā, the dispenser of
boons, he requests that he make him immortal, free from old age, very
powerful, and able to be killed neither by a weapon nor a spell,70 neither
during the day nor by night, neither by something wet nor something
dry,71 neither by a man nor by a woman. Brahmā tells him [to state] a
loophole. Hiran. yakaśipu replies that he accepts any other kind of death
there may be.72 After having consented to his request, Brahmā quickly

34 Hiran. yakaśipu conquers Śakra and takes over his kingship. When he has
taken over the three worlds and conquered all the gods, he himself becomes
Śakra, Vāyu, Yama, Dhaneśa, Varun. a, Vahni; verily he becomes all.73

The Asura tells all the sages, the Siddhas and the brahmins: ‘Bow down,
worship me; I am Brahmā as well as Purandara.’

37 Vyāsa asks Sanatkumāra about Śr̄ıparvata: why is it called Śr̄ıparvata,
what is its merit, what its fruit?74 Sanatkumāra tells him. On the moun-
tain where the Daitya Hiran. yakaśipu practised tapas, Devadeva regularly
dallied with Umā.75 While Deva is staying there, Dev̄ı sees great yogins,
accomplished in penance, shining like blazing suns. She watches them cir-
cumambulate Śambhu, bow down and leave, and asks Bhuvaneśvara who
these masters of yoga (yoḡı́sa) are.76

42 Deva responds with a smile and tells her that they are great souls, ac-
complished in yoga, adhering to Pāśupata yoga. The best of men who
worship him here and abandon their life, having accomplished the aim of
embodiment, move about at will and reach perfection in moks.a, the final
conclusion, the final state.

SP seem to have added the present exchange to the regular pattern of conditions
set by Hiran. yakaśipu, in order to make it explicit that a loophole was indicated
in the conversation. There are parallels for a similar request by Brahmā that a
demon state a loophole in SP 74.22 (Andhaka) and SPBh 168.14 (Maya). In PPL
194.19ab1 the boon granted by Brahmā is called one that has a loophole: evam uk-
tas tadā brahmānujajñe sāntaram. varam. Cf. also HV 31.43 *2466 = BrP 213.55cd–
56ab, where Hiran. yakaśipu states a loophole, although this is not preceded by a
request for a loophole by Brahmā: pān. iprahāren. aikena sabhr. tyabalavāhanam | yo
mām. nāśayitum. śaktah. sa me mr.tyur bhavis.yati ‖. Note that the R and A re-
censions not only omit SP 70.32ab, but that they also share a significant variant
reading for SP 70.32cd, in which Hiran. yakaśipu adds more conditions. The sub-
sequent omission of SP 70.33cd in R and A is also related, for Brahmā’s being
pleased follows from Hiran. yakaśipu’s statement of a loophole. In the R and A
recensions he simply disappears (antardadhe).

45 After she has reflected for a long time, her eyes wide in wonder, Śarvā-
n. ı̄ addresses Deva and tells him that she will make an effort so that she
too may reach this kind of perfection (siddhi). Assuming the form of Śr̄ı,
Dev̄ı practises great tapas there for a thousand years. Deva gives her a
boon equal to theirs, promising her that she shall become a great mistress
of yoga (yogeśvar̄ı), versed in the supreme meaning of the entire system
relating to the self (adhyātmatantra), taught by him.77 The mountain,
full of lustre (śr̄ımān), shall bear Her name: it shall be called Śr̄ıparvata,
adorned with manifold trees, very holy, a hundred yojanas all around.78

A mortal who comes here, bathes and worships the two of them shall go
to His world. The one who leaves his life at Śr̄ıgiri becomes three-eyed,
moving at will, and reaches the state of a Gan. apati.79 Those who come
here and make a circumambulation around the mountain, which has a
temple of Śarva, shall become Gan. as. The men who behold him at Śr̄ıgi-
ri, which is exceedingly delightful, full of Siddhas and dotted with fragrant
flowers, will become purified and go up into the sky in a celestial vehicle
(vimāna) drawn by birds.80

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Hiran. yakaśipu rules and torments the gods. They go to Brahmā, who advises them to
go to Vis.n. u for help. Vis.n. u instructs them to enter his body. He then takes on the
Man-Lion form.

The Man-Lion sets out for the city of Hiran. yakaśipu and destroys its park. The lord
of the demons sends the demons to catch him but they are driven back. Hiran. yakaśipu
then goes himself and is struck with one blow. The Man-Lion tears open his chest. The
gods regain their kingdom.

Deva becomes the Śarabha. Vis.n. u strikes him, to no avail, and realises that it is
Śiva. He praises the lord. The Śarabha tramples the lion with his feet and thus allows
Vis.n. u to return to his own form. (+ p. 117)

1 Hiran. yakaśipu rules the triple world for a long time.81 Puffed up with
pride, he despises the gods and does not observe the law. He torments
and expels the gods, including Śakra.

4 The gods take refuge with Brahmā and tell him that the Daitya Hiran. ya-
kaśipu, who had obtained a boon from him, has taken over the triple world
and seized their kingdom in heaven. He continually despises them and is
hostile. Driven away by him, they have come to Brahmā for refuge. He
should do them the favour of making Hiran. yakaśipu, who has abandoned
the law, no longer an enemy to them.

8 The god whose vehicle is a lotus (Kamalavāhana) tells the gods that the
tapas of the wicked king of the Daityas has diminished. Their enemy
who has brought pain to them and seized their kingdom, had previously
beseeched him for total invincibility. He, however, made him state a loop-
hole. When the bewildered king of the Daityas had named the loophole,
he (Brahmā) became pleased. The gods should go to the dwelling of Vis.n. u
and ask Acyuta to destroy him. He will take on the body of the Man-Lion
(Narasim. ha) and kill him with one blow. Then they will find peace.

14 The gods agree to this, bow down to Pitāmaha and jointly proceed to the
dwelling of Vis.n. u. When Vis.n. u sees the gods arrive he addresses them in
a gentle voice and asks why they have come. They are his dearest friends;
whatever is on their mind, he will do it. They should tell it quickly and
to the point.

18 Then the gods, headed by Śakra, speak, praising Janārdana. The Dai-
tya Hiran. yakaśipu terrifies them and has snatched away their kingdom in
heaven. The son of Kaśyapa despises them and rules the entire world.
Hr.s.̄ıkeśa, destroyer of all foes, should slay the Daitya. This is the boon he
should give.

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22 After he has pondered for a long time and devised a plan to slay him, Vi-
s.n. u promises that he will do what they have asked for. Because the lord
of the Daityas is very powerful they must all enter his body.82 When he is
made up of all the gods he will kill their enemies. Thereupon, all the gods
enter Vis.n. u’s body. Once he has been empowered thus, Vis.n. u creates a
frightening Man-Lion (Narasim. ha) form, furnished with nails and fangs,
and sets out for the city of Hiran. yakaśipu.

27 When the Man-Lion sees the park outside, bedecked with flowers from all
seasons, he stops in amazement. Adorned all around with campaka, aśoka
and jasmine, with kadamba and bakula trees bearing fragrant flowers, with
lotus-covered ponds bedecked with geese and cakravākas, and with wish-
granting trees, it resembles Vaibhrāja. Moving about at ease the Man-Lion
shatters it. He stirs up the ponds like a mad elephant. As he moves about
through the grove he looks like the high peak of Mt. Meru.

32 Then the guards of the grove advance toward the Man-Lion. Full of anger
they try to stop him, but he slays them. The Asuras that survive run
away83 and inform Hiran. yakaśipu. The king of the Daityas then calls Pra-
hlāda, Anuhlāda, Namuci, Bās.kali, Bali and all the Dānavas, headed by
Vipracitti, telling them to go quickly, bind and fetch the lion and bring
him to him. They should not kill him: the little lion can be a pet for his
queen.

37 The Asuras, headed by Vipracitti, go to the park and behold the Man-
Lion (Nr.sim. ha). Remaining at a distance, they throw lassos at him, but
Mādhava cuts them. Then the lion violently drives away the Dānavas.
The dejected Daityas go to the king of the Dānavas and report everything
to him.

40 In anger, king Hiran. yakaśipu himself steps onto a chariot, in full armour,
and races onto the Man-Lion. The mountain-like chariot is whirled around
by the king of lions, quickly tossed to the ground and pulverised. His
chariot shattered, the Daitya angrily uproots a tree and hurls it at the
Man-Lion. The tree, landing on his body, is pulverised. Thereupon, the
lion grabs Hiran. yakaśipu, strikes him with a slap84 and instantly deprives

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him of his life. Making a loud lion-roar, Hari tears open the chest of
the Daitya with his nails, which are hard as diamonds.85 After Vis.n. u
has killed the great Daitya, the remaining Dānavas enter the Rasātala.86

Śakra regains his kingdom in heaven and all the gods enjoy their domains.

48 When he has arrived and is informed by the gods—as Vyāsa had related
earlier87—Deva becomes a powerful Śarabha, with four legs on his back
and sharp fangs, in order to make Vis.n. u abandon his lion form.88 He
goes to Narasim. ha and roars, in a composed manner (samāhita).89 When
the lion sees the Śarabha before him, he is seized with anger and strikes
him with a blow, but the Śarabha does not budge.90 When he hits the
diamond-bodied Śarabha he rather hurts himself by touching him. Then
Vis.n. u thinks for a long time and realises that it is Śam. kara. He bows his
head and starts a hymn of praise.

54 Obeisance to Śarva, to Rudra, to the highest god, to the highest brahman,
to time, to the destroyer of time and non-time, to you bearing the Pināka
and terrible arrows, to Can. d. a, to Vāmadeva, to the lord of knowledge, to
the destoyer of the Asuras, to the wheel of the doomsday fire, to the lord
of Nara and Nārāyan. a, to the giver of a boon to me, to Śarabha, to you
clad in the skin of a tiger, to the Gan. eśa Nand̄ı́svara, to the lord of the
senses, to the lord of the minds, to the lord of the pradhāna, to the lord

of the bhāvas, to the lord of the tattvas, to the lord of what moves and
does not move, to the lord of the triple world, to the granter of yoga to
me, to the granter of aísvarya, to the granter of invincibility! O lord, I
am supported by you, dependent on you, devoted to you! I take refuge in
you; favour me always!

65 Śrutiphala of the hymn.

67 Praised by Vis.n. u in this way, the Lord of the Worlds (Bhuvaneśvara)
tells Hr.s.̄ıkeśa that he will make him, who hangs on to what is not his
proper form (ayonau), return to his own form (svayonau). Vis.n. u, who
has received this boon from him eternally, brought an animal form (tiryag-
yonim) into being on the seashore.91 Now he has fulfilled his task. Hira-
n. yakaśipu has been slain. He should return to his own blessed form.

71 Thereupon, the Śarabha tramples the lion with his feet and rejoins Ke-
śava with his divine body. After Vr.s.adhvaja has given the boon of being
a slayer of demons to Vis.n. u and said ‘take on your natural state’, he
disappears. Śūlapān. i, the creator of the world, goes to his own abode,
intently watched by the eyes of the heavenly women and saluted by the
supreme sages.92

Skandapurān. a 72

Start of the Skanda cycle. Deva and Dev̄ı enjoy the sights of Mt. Mandara. Autumn
and spring appear simultaneously. Deva decorates Dev̄ı, Nand̄ı́svara and himself with

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the flowers of all seasons. Dev̄ı expresses her desire for a son born from her body. Deva
promises her that she shall have a son. The couple go to the golden peak of the Vindhya
and create a divine residence there. Nand̄ı́sa is stationed as the door guardian. The
couple engage in union (yoga) for a thousand divine years.

Terrifying omens appear and the Earth goes to Vis.n. u for protection. Vis.n. u informs
the gods and they discuss what is to be done. They agree to Vis.n. u’s proposal to go
and propitiate Deva so that Dev̄ı shall not have a son born from her body. Agni is
charged with conveying the message to Deva. After praising Nand̄ı́sa at the door of
Deva’s abode, Agni is allowed entry, enters a jewelled pillar and praises the couple in
his mind. Deva proposes to give the devoted jewel a boon, to which Dev̄ı agrees. Agni
asks Deva to go outside to see the gods. They praise him and request that the couple
stop their union. No son should be born from Dev̄ı’s body. Agni offers to bear the seed
and receives boons for this from Deva.

Deva returns home, where he finds an angry Dev̄ı. She hurls a water lily from her
ear at Nandin. Deva orders the water lily to become auspicious (bhadra); it becomes a
sacred pool called Bhadrotpala. A Māhātmya of Bhadrotpala follows.

Dev̄ı asks Deva what the gods wanted from him. Deva tells her. Dev̄ı curses the
gods that they shall not be able to beget sons with their wives. She also curses the Earth
that she shall have many husbands but never bear a son. Dev̄ı is known as Kait.abhā
on the Golden Peak. A Māhātmya follows.

The gods get pregnant and ask Deva to do something about it. They also tell him
that they are afraid of Andhaka, who is performing asceticism. Deva advises them to
go to Śaravara in the middle of Mt. Meru and release the seed there. The gods do so,
and on releasing the seed their bellies become golden. Auspicious sounds and sights
accompany the birth. (+ p. 129)

1 Vyāsa asks Sanatkumāra what Vr.s.adhvaja did after removing Vis.n. u’s
lion form. Sanatkumāra tells.93 After returning Vis.n. u to his own form
(svayonim), Devadeva roams about with Dev̄ı on Mt. Mandara. Wan-
dering around, he decorates its lovely forests and springs. Seeing Deva
delight in the sight of the forests, autumn (śarat) and spring (vasanta)
both appear.94 Thereupon, all the plants and ponds simultaneously pro-
duce various kinds of flowers. The ponds are covered with lotuses; they
are frequented by swarms of bees and populated by geese and cranes. Jas-
mine (jāti), campaka, aśoka and atimuktaka instantly blossom.95 They all
serve Deva alike with their fragrances.

9 When he sees the forest scattered with flowers from all seasons, Deveśa
takes the flowers and decorates Dev̄ı, Nand̄ı́svara and himself with them.
Thereupon, Pārvat̄ı, the Mother of the World, bows down to Deveśa,

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and affectionately asks him for a son, who will be born from her body,96

powerful like him and worshipped by all the gods. Desiring to do her a
kindness, Devadeva promises her that she shall have a son.97 He shall be
the best of all the lords of the gods, possessed of great power of yoga. The
entire world shall be under his command. Earlier, when she had gone to
do tapas, this boon was solicited by her, so he must give it to her.98

17 After he has spoken thus, the two Parents of the World travel around,
together with Nand̄ı́sa, beholding all the parks, until they arrive at the
Vindhya. After they have arrived at the supreme golden peak of the Vi-
ndhya, full of caves and waterfalls, with all kinds of stones, trees and
flowers, they mentally create a divine residence in the middle, made of
jewels and gold, confusing the Devas and Asuras; together, they enter the
residence.99 Dev̄ı instructs Nandin to guard the door so that no one, not
even a subtle breeze (vāyu), can enter. Nand̄ı́sa welcomes her command
and stations himself at the threshold, creating an unbearable glow.

23 Thereupon, the two sources (yon̄ı) of the world remain absorbed in union
(yogayuktau) for a very long time, taking on their highest form (parām.
mūrtim), for the sake of a son.100 Sanatkumāra tells Vyāsa that it is

96 Like the SP, the accounts of Skanda’s birth in MBh 13.83–84 and Rām. 1.35 center
on Pārvat̄ı’s not being allowed to have a son and end with her curse that the gods
shall not produce children with their wives. Doniger O’Flaherty (1973: 103–107)
discusses various versions of the story in which Śiva promises the gods that he will
not beget a son with her. The SP stands out by stressing that Pārvat̄ı desires
a son born from her body (dehaja), which she is not allowed to have. Pārvat̄ı’s
desire for a son born from her own body is the driving force of the SP’s account,
in contrast to that of the Kumārasam. bhava, which starts from the need to destroy
Tāraka.

26 While the two engage in the union of yoga (yogasam. dhānam), a thousand
divine years pass by. Thereupon, terrifying omens start to appear: the
entire earth moves; the rivers dry up; the ocean shakes; a hot wind blows;
terryifying meteors fall; there is a dreadful fire on the horizon. The Earth
goes to Vis.n. u for protection and tells him that she is terrified by these
dreadful portents. Vis.n. u then informs all the gods. The gods, headed by
Br.haspati, assemble and engage in manifold discussions.

32 The very intelligent (mahābuddhi) son of Aṅgiras (Br.haspati) speaks
first.102 ‘Śr̄ıkan. t.ha, the three-eyed (Trilocana), has united (yukta) with
Himavatputr̄ı for the sake of offspring. After their thousand-year union
(yoga), terrifying portents took place. We must all go and praise Vr.s.a-
dhvaja with devotion. We must quickly beseech Deveśa that Dev̄ı shall
not have a son born from her body.’

35 Yama (Vaivasvata) then utters a speech in anger.103 ‘Why are you all so
terrified? If this son of Devadeva is born with devotion to us and not
hostile, then we can tolerate him. If, however, he shall be rigid or hostile
to us, then I will bind the boy with the noose of time and bring him under
control together with Death (Mr.tyu). Alternatively, Purandara may hurl
the thunderbolt at his head, so that the fool shall be cut in two and
abandon his life.’104

39 As he is speaking thus, Vis.n. u, knowing the highest truth, delivers a speech,
his eyes red with anger. ‘You have spoken with too much confidence, Son
of Bhāskara, under the influence of anger, without realizing the highest
truth! The son born to Śambhu and Girijā would only be obedient to
you if he were a fool. Should he be born as a man or another being

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subject to birth and death, so that he could be under your control, Son
of Ravi? You cannot even subdue a man before his time is up, much
less the son of Śūlin, O Son of Bhānu! How could the supreme vital seed
(tejas) of Śambhu be destroyed by you or by Śakra? We must all go and
propitiate Hara. We must ask Pinākin for the boon that he gave us at
the svayam. vara105 so that Dev̄ı shall not have a son born from her body.
Śambhu will not father a son who shall be hostile to us: after all, we are all
Śam. kara’s firstborn sons. Vr.s.adhvaja cannot be seen by austerity (tapas)
or knowledge, but he can be seen by highest devotion (bhakti). Let us go
to the place where Śam. kara resides, resorting to highest devotion so that
we may behold Śam. kara. Hutabhuj (Agni) shall enter his presence at the
request of all the gods.’106

51 The gods are delighted with Vis.n. u’s speech and express their approval.
Joined by Vis.n. u, they go to the supreme peak107 and address Agni, prais-
ing him as the benefactor of all the gods. He should enter and introduce
them to Śam. kara.108 He should make sure that Śam. kara will come out and
see them there bowed down, full of devotion. Hutāśana replies that there
is nothing that he would not do for them, but it is impossible for him to
see the supreme Devadeveśvara united with Pārvat̄ı. Yet they are greatly
distressed and he cannot disregard their request. He is in a very painful
situation! He shall enter the very hot place (sutapam)109 and perform the
reckless act. After he has spoken thus, Agni quickly goes to the home of
Kapardin.

58 There he sees Nandin standing at the door with a blazing halberd. When

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he realises that not even a subtle being can enter, he seeks refuge with
him. Joining the palms of his hands, Agni praises Nandin.

61 Obeisance to the commander of the troops, to the fierce bearer of the
spear, to the general of the army, to the essence of all,110 to Rudra of the
Hālāhala poison, to the blue Rudra, to Rudra of the D. ākin̄ıs, to the one
with the wet [elephant’s] garment, to Rudra of sleep, to Rudra of ashes,
to Rudra of the cremation ground, to Kot.̄ırudra, to the tawny Rudra, to
the commander of Rudras, to Rudra of the Pramathas, to Rudra of the
Bhūtas, to the one with the queer eye (Virūpāks.a), to the white Rudra!
Obeisance to you always, O god, auspicious one, gentle one, you who are
pleased with devotion! I am devoted to you and desire the welfare of the
gods; please grant me a boon! Do not be angry with me, O lord!

67 Nand̄ı́svara tells Vahni that he is pleased with his devotion. What can he
do for him? Vahni replies that, if he is satisfied with him, let him grant
the boon that he may enter the home of Devadeva on business for the
gods. Nandin replies that this boon is difficult to give. He cannot get to
see Deveśa [because] Maheśāna, the imperishable creator of the world, is
undertaking union (yoga) with Dev̄ı. Yet he has to give the boon. Hutā-
śana should make himself exceedingly subtle, enter and then quickly go
out again without being noticed.

72 Granted permission by Nandin, Jātavedas becomes a most subtle light
and, going into the residence of Śambhu by means of a sunbeam, he enters
a jewelled pillar. Residing there in a sun-stone111 and illuminating the
pillar, he sees Deveśa and Dev̄ı there. Havyavāhana then praises the two
gods in his mind. Hara, praised in this manner and showing his affection
towards Dev̄ı,112 says, looking at the pillar: ‘This slightly glittering jewel
in the pillar praises us. I should give him a boon.’ Dev̄ı agrees that he
should give the devotee an excellent boon. Deva says: ‘I am pleased with
your devotion and discipline, you who reside in the middle of a jewel; tell
me whatever you desire and all of that shall come to pass for you.’ Agni
says that the gods, standing outside, long to see Him. He should show
Himself to them. Deva assents to this. He will go out and grant the gods
a vision [of himself].

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80 Vahni leaves, informs the gods and then engages in yoga. Devadeva goes
out and quickly proceeds to where the gods are gathered. When they
behold Mahādeva, all the gods, filled with delight, bow their heads and
praise him.

83 Obeisance to the thousand-eyed, the thousand-footed, the lord of the
great, lord of the gods, who delights in the cremation ground, who wears
a tiger’s hide, who severed the head of Brahmā, who granted boons to Vi-
s.n. u,113 destroyer of Daks.a’s sacrifice, to you, Tryambaka, Bhūtādhipati,
stirrer of the pradhāna, who always hold the Pināka in his hand, Yogin
whose self is united with all, wearing dark tufts of hair, obeisance to you
together with your wife, who are not affected by Kāma’s arrows but fond
of love (kāma), to Śarva, Sarva, bald and with matted hair, the self of all:
grant us what is in our minds!

88 Mahādeva says that he is pleased; they should say what he may give
them.114 The gods again bow down and ask Deva to grant them what He
had given them at the svayam. vara.115 He should nullify the union with
Dev̄ı performed for the sake of a son for many years. Inauspicious omens
are seen, the earth is unsteady and they are greatly agitated. He should
therefore arrange it so that this son is not born from Dev̄ı’s body and
yet be born all the same. Devadeva says that this is a big boon that the
gods ask for, but he will give it nevertheless, because he longs to do them
a favour. However, they should find116 a repository for the seed (tejas)
that he has held back for a long time; it should not be fruitless. The gods,
headed by Brahmā, thereupon all fall silent. Agni then tells Bhuvaneśvara
that he may offer the supreme seed in him. Bhava offers all his seed in
Agni and becomes pleased.

98 Śam. kara offers a boon to Hutāśa. Vahni bows down and requests these
boons: that His son may be named after him;117 that he cannot be sub-
jected to a curse; that he may see Him always; that he may bear and
release the seed with ease; that he may eat everything without being
tainted and shall incur no evil;118 that the gods and sacrifices shall find
support in him; that he may be the lord of beings (Bhūteśvara) and lord

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of cattle (Paśupati); and that he may have His body and form.119 Vibhu
grants all of this to Vahni.

103 Taking leave of the gods, Vr.s.adhvaja returns home. Dev̄ı asks him where
he has been, what was the important business for which he has been
away. Deveśa tells the angry-faced Pārvat̄ı that he has quickly gone at
the request of the gods, who were standing outside filled with devotion
and in a state of great distress. Dev̄ı asks Deva how he came to know that
the gods were standing outside trembling and who told him. Deva tells
that it was Agni (hutabhuk) who had entered and, resorting to a jewelled
pillar, informed him that all the gods were standing outside. With Dev̄ı’s
approval he gave him a boon.

108 Thereupon, Pārvat̄ı gets angry with Nandin. How could Vahni enter while
the fool was supposed to guard the door? In her anger she grasps a water
lily (utpala) placed on her ear and hurls it at Nand̄ı́sa like a thunderbolt.
Ablaze, resembling 12 suns, the water lily advances in order to kill Na-
ndin. Saying, ‘Nand̄ı́svara is attacked!’, Śam. kara stands up, orders the
water lily to become auspicious (bhadram) immediately and catches it.
Dev̄ı regains her senses: ‘In anger I have done a great wrong. Luckily
the great leader of Gan. apas has not been killed.’ Taking the water lily
from Deva’s hand, Dev̄ı quickly throws it away, saying, ‘may you have
an auspicious pond.’

It is called
Bhadrotpala, in the vicinity of the Golden Peak. A man who bathes there
is quickly released from all sins. A gift is everlasting and so is the rite to
the ancestors [performed there]. A man who dies there reaches the world
of Nand̄ı́svara.120

117 Dev̄ı asks Deva what the gods said to him and what kind of boon they
requested. Deveśa repeats what the gods requested of him.121 He then
offered the seed for the sake of a son into Agni. She shall have a son

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with six heads and 12 eyes.122 Upon hearing this Girijā curses the gods.
Since they did not wish for a son born from her body, therefore they shall
not beget a son with their wives. Moreover, the foolish Earth, her senses
afflicted by her curse, shall have many husbands and yet never have a
son.123 Having cursed the gods she stops speaking.

125 Sanatkumāra continues. There, on the golden peak of the Vindhya, Girijā
became known as Kait.abhā, bestower of many boons. A man who visits
that auspicious sanctuary and the rock called Charming (Raman.aśilā?)
becomes a Gan. apa when he dies.124

127 Then all the gods, together with Havirbhuj (Agni), arrive there, pale-
coloured, dejected, pregnant and filled with shame.125 Nandin informs
Śam. kara that they are standing at the door. When they have been granted
entry, the gods tell Deva that they are not able to bear the seed. He should
save them so that their pain shall go away. Also, the Asura Andhaka is
performing harsh austerities (tapas). Hence they are very afraid.126

131 Deva speaks. The gods should not be afraid; he will kill Andhaka, the
son of Hiran. yāks.a. They should all go to the grove called Śaravara,
12 yojanas long, in the middle of Meru.127 After splitting their bellies

Given that there are six main gods involved in the narrative (Śiva, Agni, Br.haspati,
Yama, Indra and Vis.n. u) it is perhaps conceivable that the author actually meant
to account for Skanda’s becoming six-headed (72.122) in this respect.

126 The reference to Andhaka is very abrupt. It is obviously there to introduce the
Andhaka cycle, which starts in the next chapter, but it makes a forced impression.
It could be an indication that the long Andhaka cycle that follows (SPBh 73–157)
was only secondarily included in the composition of the text.

there, his shining seed will come out and their bellies shall become golden
(suvarn. atva).128

134 Hearing this speech, the gods bow their head to Bhava and proceed to
Meru and the splendid Śaradhāna. Splitting their and Agni’s [bellies],129

the seed comes forth, resembling the fire at the end of a yuga, impossible to
look at even by the gods. Instantly Meru becomes exceptionally beautiful:
Maheśvara’s seed turns everything into gold. A wonderful breeze blows,
carrying the scent of flowers from all seasons, and the bellies of the gods
become golden. Magical drums resound, showers of flowers fall down and
there is the sound of homage by unseen beings. Delighted, the gods go
and inform Pinākin, who dismisses them to their own worlds. On learning
that a son has been born, Dev̄ı, mother through yoga,130 finds satisfaction,
her lotus-feet touched by the heads of the sages and the gods.131

Skandapurān. a 73

Start of the Andhaka cycle. After Hiran. yakaśipu has been slain, Hiran. yāks.a takes over
the kingship of the Daityas. In order to get a son, he proceeds to Śaṅkukarn. a at the
confluence of the Sindhu and the ocean, and practises asceticism there.

In the past Deva performed great asceticism at Śaṅkukarn. a. Thousands of Gan. apas
are installed to guard the ten directions. Śaṅkukarn. a is ordered to prevent the entry of
the gods. When the gods arrive Śaṅkukarn. a refuses to budge. The gods complain to
Brahmā, who returns with them but also cannot secure them entry. A heated argument
breaks out and turns into a fight. With yoga Śaṅkukarn. a seizes the power of the gods,
restrains Vis.n. u and pursues Brahmā. When Deva has finished his asceticism he instructs
Śaṅkukarn. a to release the gods. Deva offers them boons. Brahmā asks that a boon be
given to Śaṅkukarn. a and that he may see Deva always. A Māhātmya of Śaṅkukarn. a
follows.

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As Hiran. yāks.a practises asceticism at Śaṅkukarn. a, Deva goes to Maināka. Dev̄ı
covers his eyes in jest. The world turns dark and Deva emits a third eye, which destroys
the mountain. Seeing Dev̄ı dejected, Deva returns the mountain to its former state. At
Dev̄ı’s request, he tells her what had happened when she covered his eyes. He proposes
to give the darkness (Andha) that arose at the time as a son to Hiran. yāks.a. Andhaka
grows up as Hiran. yāks.a’s son but is miserable because of his blind existence. He decides
to leave home to practise asceticism. (+ p. 154)

1 Vyāsa asks about Andhaka. Whose son is he? How powerful was he? How
was he slain? Sanatkumāra tells him. Kaśyapa had two Daitya sons from
Diti: Hiran. yakaśipu and Hiran. yāks.a. The elder, Hiran. yakaśipu, became
king. After he is killed by Narasim. ha, Hiran. yāks.a becomes king. He does
not have a son and so he performs asceticism.132 Reaching Śaṅkukarn. a at
the confluence of the Sindhu and the ocean (Sindhusāgara) he performs
asceticism to see Pinākin.

6 Vyāsa asks about Śaṅkukarn. a, the sacred field of Maheśa.133 Sanatkumā-
ra tells him. Earlier, Deva, Nı̄lalohita, had gone to Sindhusāgara, where
he started practising incredible ascetism for the welfare of the world.134

He installs thousands of Gan. apas to guard the ten directions. He calls
the terrifying Gan. eśa Śaṅkukarn. a and tells him that, for the duration of
his observance, he must guard the grove with his Gan. eśvaras against the
entry of the gods. Mahādeva then starts performing terrible asceticism.

13 All the gods arrive, headed by Śakra, and are blocked by Śaṅkukarn. a.
The gods tell the Gan. eśas that they have come to see Deva, Kapardin. If
they don’t get to see him they will be lost. Śaṅkukarn. a tells them that
there is no way they can see Deva. Let them perform asceticism, then
they can see Śam. kara. The gods ask him to grant them entry so that the

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worlds shall not be destroyed. Śaṅkukarn. a replies that the worlds may
be destroyed but they won’t be given entry. Bhuvaneśvara can recreate
them when they are destroyed. He is the creator and destroyer of beings.
Except for him, who can destroy the worlds? Parameśvara has instructed
him not to let them enter.

19 The gods go to the abode of Brahmā and inform him. Brahmā says that he
will go with them and make the Gan. apas come to their senses. Thereupon,
the gods together with Brahmā and Vis.n. u go to the place where Śam. kara
is staying. Śaṅkukarn. a again blocks them. Brahmā delivers a conciliatory
speech. The gods do not intend anything wicked; by his favour they must
see Devadeva. With their heads bowed down, all of them, even Brahmā
and Vis.n. u, beseech him.

25 When he has heard the words of Brahmā the Gan. eśvara gets angry. Lifting
up his halberd he delivers a harsh speech. Śambhu’s command is superior
to the gods’ obeisance. How can he transgress the command of Īśa and
grant them entry? On hearing the word of the Gan. eśa, Brahmā retreats
in shame.

29 Seeing Pitāmaha filled with shame, the gods get angry and speak to the
Gan. eśvara. Does he have no shame? How can he revile the guru? Vr.s.a-
bhadhvaja will not forgive him for speaking thus. He should not rebuke
them again or they will kill him. On hearing their words, Śaṅkukarn. a is
filled with rage and addresses them in anger. Why should he care about
them? The gods have only become gods by propitiating Śam. kara. In a
way they have also become Gan. as of Sureśa. They themselves are also
Gan. apas of Śūlin, superior masters of yoga (atiyoḡı́sa). Either the gods
are equal to them or they are inferior. Since they (the Gan. apas) always
see and serve Īśāna, they should be worshipped by the gods. Let the gods
enter and they will behold the harsh power of the Gan. eśas. Let them
show whatever power they possess and they will learn the power that is
his.

38 On hearing his speech, the gods in their arrogance all attack Śaṅkukarn. a.
As they attack, Śaṅkukarn. a seizes their power by yoga, and the gods can
no longer move a foot.135 After they are seized, Vis.n. u attacks Śaṅkukarn. a
with speed. The powerful one then paralyzes the body of Vis.n. u by yoga.
However, Vis.n. u also fights by means of yoga. Śaṅkukarn. a again fights
back. There is a great yogic fight between the two masters of yoga. After
the Gan. eśa has restrained Vis.n. u, he fights Brahmā (pitaram. mama) by
yoga.

Everywhere the accomplished yo-
gin sees the big-headed (sthūlaśiras) Śaṅkukarn. a, undertaking the highest
yoga.

Bright like the fire at the end of a
Yuga, Śam. kara looks in all directions, restoring them to life, as it were.
He beholds all the captured gods, and with kind words restrains Śaṅku-
karn. a. He has followed his order and should release all the gods. Śaṅku-
karn. a thereupon releases the gods. The gods all bow down to Devade-
veśa with highest devotion. Laughing knowingly at the ashamed gods
and kindly addressing Brahmā and Vis.n. u, he says that the Gan. eśvara is
always devoted to his command; they should forget about everything he
has done. What can he do for them? Brahmā requests that a boon be
given to Śaṅkukarn. a first, that He may grant them His sight at all times.

57 Deva speaks. This place shall be sacred and famous in the world under his
name, Śaṅkukarn. a, and [there will be a liṅga called] Sthūleśvara.136 It is
one yojana in extent, furnished with all t̄ırthas, and yields the fruits of all
sacrifices and gifts. One who goes there, prepares porridge and worships
Him with effort, fasting for a day and night, will reach His world. One
who resides here for a year, performing any kind of observance, will attain
supreme yoga and becomes like Śaṅkukarn. a. And one who dies in this
field will become a great Gan. apati at death. Offerings to the ancestors
are undecaying here. The gods shall be furnished with magical power and
constantly see Him.

63 After he has given the boon to the gods, he disappears on the spot. Bra-
hmā, surrounded by the gods, then establishes a liṅga there and creates
many t̄ırthas. After he has created the Daśāśvamedhika t̄ırtha, Pañcāśva-
medhika t̄ırtha and t̄ırthas to the gods, he goes back to his own abode.
The sacred abode of Bhagavat, at the confluence of the Sindhu and the
ocean, famous in all the worlds, has been described.

136 The name Sthūleśvara recalls the massiveness of Śaṅkukarn. a’s bodily features,
who is described as sthūlāks.a, sthūlanāsika (SP 73.9b) and sthūlaśiras (SP 73.47c).
Śaṅkukarn. a and Sthūleśvara both feature as separate names in the list of five og-
doads (pañcās. t.aka); see Bisschop 2006: 32, 195, n. 235. Mirchandani 1969 has
proposed to identify Su-tu-li-ssu-fa-lo, referred to as the capital of the country
Long-kie-lo (Laṅgala) by Xuanzang, with Sanskrit Sthūleśvara. The Chinese pil-
grim writes the following about Long-kie-lo: ‘There are several hundred Dêva
temples. The heretics called Pâśupatas are exceedingly numerous. In the city is
a temple to Mahêśvara-Dêva: it is richly adorned and sculptured. The Pâśupata
heretics here offer their religious worship’ (Beal 1884, II, 277).
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68 Having gone to this grove, Hiran. yāks.a performs asceticism for the sake of
a son, concentrating on Trilocana. Deva then goes to Maināka, the lovely
peak of Himagiri. The supreme master of yoga is staying there, he the
highest eternal Brahman. Approaching him quietly, Dev̄ı stands behind
him and covers Śambhu’s eyes with her hands in jest, thinking ‘he won’t
know.’137 In an instant the world becomes invisible due to darkness, like
before [creation]. Deva then sprouts a third eye on his forehead, like the
fire at the end of a Yuga. The mountain is reduced to ashes by the fire
of that eye. When Pārvat̄ı sees that her father has been burned by Pi-
nākin, she withdraws her hands and stands dejectedly to her husband’s
side. Seeing Umā’s dejected face, Deva again looks at the mountain with
his gentle eye and it returns as it was before.

75 When Dev̄ı sees that her father has been restored, she bows down to
her husband and asks him why the mountain was turned to ashes and
why it was restored again.138 Parameśvara tells her that the worlds were
blinded when she covered his eyes. To provide light, he produced a very
big eye on his forehead, which burned the mountain. Seeing that she was
downcast because of the destruction of her father, he restored him out of
love for her.139 When the world was eclipsed by gloom, darkness (Andha)
arose from his might.140 He will give him as a son to Hiran. yāks.a, who is

137 Pārvat̄ı expects that Śiva will not notice in his state of deep meditation. Alterna-
tively, this may be taken to mean ‘will he notice [that it is me] or not?’

81 After he has spoken thus, Bhagavat takes up Andha, goes to Sindhusāgara
together with the Gan. as and addresses Hiran. yāks.a. He gives him divine
sight and offers him a boon. Hiran. yāks.a gets up, bows his head to Bhava
and requests a son. The best of the gods gives him Andha, saying that
he should not despise him because of his blindness.141 He will become
powerful and cannot be slain by anyone except for himself (Śiva). After
he has given him the son, Deva returns to Maināka. Hiran. yāks.a takes
up his son, Andha, and goes to Aśmakapura.142 He tells his wife that
Bhagavat has given her a son. She should nurture him with care (yogena)
and never neglect him. When she sees him, milk flows from her breasts.

89 In time Andhaka grows up. When he attains youth, he reflects upon
his blindness, deeming it worse than death. He curses his wretched state,
that he cannot see his relatives. Fortunate are the men who can constantly
see and converse with their relatives at ease. There is no purpose in his
existence. His father protects him out of affection for his son, but in his
affection he does not realise his pain. He decides to perform asceticism
so that he will gain eyesight. Bidding farewell and bowing down to his
father and mother, he leaves to practise asceticism, full of resolve. His
parents watch him for a long time, their eyes filled with tears. Sighing
inwardly, Andhaka keeps Deva in his mind and leaves home to practise
asceticism.143

Skandapurān. a 74

Andhaka proceeds to Kanakhala and engages in terrible asceticism. Brahmā arrives,
grants him eyesight and offers him boons. When Andhaka asks for immortality, Brahmā

yogasam. sthasya tato ’ndham abhavat tamah. ‖(VmP 37.8). Haravijaya 6.188–190,
like the SP, contains the three elements of Pārvat̄ı blindfolding Śiva’s eyes, the
consequent birth of Andhaka and the handing over of Andhaka to Hiran. yāks.a
(ditisuta), who is performing asceticism.

141 The name Andha(ka) relates to the two meanings of andha. He was born ‘blind’
(andha) from ‘darkness’ (andha).

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tells him that he has to state a loophole. Andhaka asks that he may only be killed if
he does not bow down to the Mother of the World, to which Brahmā agrees. Happily,
Andhaka returns home to his father. (+ p. 172)

1 The son of Hiran. yāks.a goes to Gaṅgādvāra, to the ascetic grove Kanakha-
la, where the Gold River (Hairan. vat̄ı) flows, where the golden trees are,
where Daks.a once performed a sacrifice, where Mahādeva struck down the
sacrifice.144 After he has praised Deva there, performed a ritual bath and
done homage to all the gods, he says: ‘I take refuge with all the gods and
beings in this grove! Let them grant the success of my asceticism! As of
today I shall perform terrible asceticism so that I may attain the boons I
long for or otherwise find death!’145

7 Andhaka starts living on air for a year. He bathes three times a day,
offers to the fire, honours the gods, mutters mantras and performs homa
oblations. At the end of each year the great Asura cuts off a piece of flesh
from his body and offers it into the fire. He does so daily for a thousand
divine years.146 He becomes pale and is reduced to bones and sinews.
Engaged in asceticism, he outshines the light of the sun, the moon and
the stars. He dries up the pools and rivers and blocks the wind. The
Siddhas can no longer fly and celestial vehicles fall down. Seeing this,
Śakra instantly creates hundreds of obstacles, but he (Andhaka) is not
impeded.

16 Brahmā goes to Andhaka and offers him eyesight. His body shall be
restored and he may choose another boon. Bowing down to Brahmā,
Andhaka asks for invincibility from the gods in battle, great strength,
magical powers and immortality. Laughing, the blessed one tells him
that he cannot grant a Daitya immortality. He has to state a loophole
(antara). Andhaka then requests that he may only die if he does not bow

down before the Mother of the World.147 Brahmā agrees to this and tells
him that he will gain fame in the world under the name of Andhaka. He
then goes home and Andhaka gives up his asceticism. After he has bathed
in the Gaṅgā, sacrificed to Deva, made oblation to the fire and taken leave
of the ascetic grove, he returns to his father with a delighted heart.148

Skandapurān. a 75

Andhaka returns home and Hiran. yāks.a goes out to meet him. The king instructs his
comrades that a Kaumud̄ı and Devarātri shall be held in the city. A bell-ringer mounted
on a white elephant gives the citizens instructions for the performance of the festival.
The Kaumud̄ı takes place. Hiran. yāks.a instructs his son to cultivate devotion to Rudra.
(+ p. 178)

1 Andhaka reaches his father’s city in the company of eight Dānavas and
informs his father about his arrival.149 Hiran. yāks.a grants the bringer of
the good news many gifts. Accompanied by his comrades and women, the
king proceeds quickly and meets with his son in a grove, like the moon
[joining] Mercury (Budha).150 The lord of Dānavas is pleased at his success
and embraces him affectionately. Asked about the boons he has acquired,
Andhaka reports all that happened. The Asuras roar like oceans.

8 Hiran. yāks.a helps Andhaka onto the chariot and enters his town together
with their comrades. The Daitya shines, accompanied by his son, like
the Sun (Āditya) traveling through a zodiac sign with Saturn (Śanaísca-
ra).151 Having entered, he addresses his comrades like an Adhvaryu does
the other priests in the evening.

147 When Andhaka sees Dev̄ı one day, he lusts after her and is reminded by Prahlāda
about his loophole, but to no avail (SPBh 130.23). After he has been slain by Śiva
and is cooked on the tip of Śiva’s spear for a thousand years (SPBh 155.17), he

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11 They should hear what they must do, something that has been in his heart
for a long time. He had decided earlier that, upon Andhaka’s successful
return, he would hold a Kaumud̄ı in the city and a Devarātri for the
Destroyer of Sacrifice (Makhaghna).152 It should be proclaimed in the
city, at crossroads and assemblies. The Kaumud̄ı is to last for 15 days
and the Devarātris must be just as long.153 All the Daitya lords and Dā-
navas in all directions must come and rejoice. All the brahmins, Nāgas,
Raks.ases, Yaks.as, Gandharvas and men on their side must also come and
rejoice with him.

17 The Daitya lords do as they are told. They quickly dispatch messengers
to those on their side to inform them that the king summons them to go
and see him. A bell-ringer mounted on a white war elephant makes the
proclemation.

21 ‘Victory to king Hiran. yāks.a! All the enemies of the Daityas and Dāna-
vas have been slain. The king orders that a Kaumud̄ı and Devarātri of
Rudra shall be held for the victory of the Daityas.154 The city and its
streets must be made to shine. All the citizens must wear new clothes, be
garlanded, wash themselves completely and apply ointments. Singers must

It is associated with royalty in literary sources such as the Kaumud̄ımahotsava, the
Mudrārāks.asa and the Ratnāval̄ı, and in the Dharmanibandhas it is included in the
Rājadharma. There are two traditions regarding its date on the ritual calendar.
According to the first, it falls on the full moon day of Āśvayuja (Kane V, 290–
291; Einoo 1994: 141), according to the second, it falls on the full moon day of
Kārttika (Aiyangar 1943 [introduction to RDhK], 77; Singh 1967, 84–85). The 15
days could refer to the entire 15 day cycle of the moon’s increase (śuklapaks.a).
However, since the Sanskrit text refers explicitly to eight and seven (as.t.au sapta
caiva) days, the period may rather be divided into two parts: the first consisting
of eight days, culminating in the full moon night, followed by the seven days after
the full moon. The Kaumud̄ı is celebrated together with the Devarātri(s) (singular
in SP 75.13 and 75.22, plural in 75.14) dedicated to Rudra (SP 75.22).

sing, actors and dancers dance, and flags must be raised on the houses
and shops. The houses must be smeared, fumigated and furnished with
garlands. Brahmins must be fed and everywhere Vedic recitations and
proclamations of an auspicious day must be made. Lamps must burn all
through the night in front of the houses and on the royal road. Young men
and women must celebrate together. Musical instruments should be played
and the Daitya women should dance. Worship of Mahādeva, offerings
(upahāra) and bathings, copious bali offerings, lamps, drinks, fruits, meat
and jewellery must be presented to Īśvara.155 Sacrificial animals should be
slaughtered and brahmins should be fed. The king will punish any citizen
who does not do all of this.’

33 The bell-ringer returns home and the Kaumud̄ı takes place. The king
takes a bath and bathes [Tryambaka] each day with the five products of a
cow, sesame oil, milk, clarified butter, coagulated milk, fluids mixed with
fruit, flowers, seeds and jewels, with sweet-scented water and fragrant ash.
The king himself sprinkles Tryambaka each day with one thousand jars
of each item. He performs worship with fragrances, flowers, muttering of
prayers and bali offerings, and he feeds the brahmins and others.156 After
providing [them] with cattle, jewels and precious stones, bali offerings,
beds and seats etc., he goes home, receiving praise. The other Daitya
lords and Andhaka do the same as the king.

41 Hiran. yāks.a makes his son fall to Rudra’s feet and tells him that Rudra
must be well disposed to him. He should cultivate devotion to Parame-
śvara. There is no higher guru; he should always worship Parameśvara
with devotion. Then the lord of the Asuras and Dānavas bows down to
Śam. kara and returns to his dwelling.157

Skandapurān. a 76

The Kaumud̄ı festivities continue, with excited women joining the Daityas and Dānavas
on the royal roads. When the festival is over, the Dānavas and all those on their side

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enter the splendid assembly hall. The master of the hall informs the king that the
enemies of the gods have all assembled. The king proceeds to the hall with his son and
enters. (+ p. 188)

1 The Daityas and Dānavas frolic with the women at the Kaumud̄ı festi-
val.158 One woman puts a lotus over her face as if to protect her lotus-face
out of fear of the moon. Another, intoxicated, kicks her lover with her
foot. Other women, unacquainted with the royal roads, drop their slippers
on seeing the crystal-covered ground. Yet others pull up their clothes, sus-
pecting the bejewelled ground to be water. One, abandoned by her lover,
leaves the house and goes elsewhere. Touched by the rays of the moon,
she slips. The noble woman reproaches the moon for tormenting her with
sharp rays. He should revive her, who has been burned by love. Other
beautiful women are swinging on swings. Some Daityas are singing with
the women. The royal road, covered with women, shines like the Milky
Way. Here and there one hears the sound of anklets and cuckoos and that
of passionate women with their lovers.

14 Thus the festival takes place to the delight of the Dānavas. When it
is over and all returns back to normal, the Dānavas assemble. Making a
great noise, they enter the beautiful assembly hall, with golden pillars and
bejewelled platforms, with trees made of precious stones, with wonderful
nets, with trees yielding all desires and provided with ponds, with many
seats and couches, crowded with many men and women. Puffed up with
pride, the Daityas enter.

21 Prahlāda, Anuhlāda, Śini, Bās.kala, Virocana, Bali and his twelve thou-
sand sons, thousand-armed Bān. a and his ten thousand sons, Mura, Mu-
s.uman.d. a,159 Vipracitti, Hala, Hayaśiras, Śambara, Kālaśambara, Indra-
damana, Kālanemin, Sunda and Nisunda, Vipāka and Pāka, Rāhu, Śata-
ketu, Dhvaja, Tāra, Tāraka, Mahis.a, Dundubhi, Kālaka, Andhaka, Āt.i,
Baka, Śarabha, Svarbhānu, Vr.s.aparvan, Madhu, Kait.abha, Mahākāya,
Śatānanda, Śatadundubhi, Kārtasvana, Hastin, Vala, Naraka, Dhvāṅks.a,
Mūka, Ilvala, Vātāpin, Asr.puñjika, Kun.d. ala, Mı̄d.ha, Puloman, Dhundhu,
Śatamāya, Śatāvarta, Candra, Sūrya, Nara, Devāntaka, Narāntaka, Bra-
hmahan, Yajñahan, Ilvala,160 Pilvaka, Maya and his eight thousand sons,

Not taking into account
the humans and serpents on their side, there also 200 million Rāks.asas,
Písācas, Yaks.as and birds.

40 The enemies of the gods, having all entered the assembly hall, look like
thunderclouds. They stand there, filling the hall, to take revenge on the
gods, like comets that have not yet struck, venomous snakes, elephants
in rut, raging winds. Then the young master of the hall bows his head
and falls to the ground on his knees before him who is seated on the lion
throne. He addresses the lord of the Asuras with smooth words. All of
them, starting with Prahlāda and led by Vipracitti, have entered. He
should instruct them.

46 Thereupon, the king rises, like Śakra’s banner at his festival. He wears a
diadem; he has great fangs, a mouth up to his ears, arms up to his knees
and round eyes; he is yellowy eyed, his hair is erect, he is solid like a
diamond, a powerful master of yoga. He blazes with his diadem, like the
Eastern Mountain in the sun, and together with his son he sets out. He
enters the hall filled with Asuras and Daityas.161

Skandapurān. a 77

Hiran. yāks.a addresses the demons in the hall. He expresses his desire to take revenge on
the gods on his own. Vipracitti delivers a speech, arguing that they should all join the
fight. Andhaka pledges that he will kill their king’s killer on this very day. Hiran. yāks.a
tells the demons to prepare for battle. The demons do so. Śukra announces that he has
performed the proper rites and that he will support him through the battle.

A description of Hiran. yāks.a’s chariot is given. The king mounts the chariot. Śukra
goes in front, and Andhaka and Vipracitti accompany him on the sides. The army
starts its march. (+ p. 197)

161 The metre of SP 76.51 is Vam. śasthavila.
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1 When the lord of the Asuras has entered the hall and beholds the Dai-
tyas and Dānavas, he tells them not to rise.162 He takes up his seat
on the golden lion throne.163 Being seated, he looks like a massive cloud
accompanied by cranes that has reached the peak of Meru. All the enemies
of the gods rise and shout ‘victory!’164 Hiran. yāks.a appears amongst them
like a great elephant in rut amidst herds of young elephants. The Asuras
then sit down and become quiet again.

8 Hiran. yāks.a addresses them. They should all pay close attention. His
dear brother, king Hiran. yakaśipu, a virtuous and bountiful sacrificer and
donor, versed in the four Vedas, was killed for his kingdom by the foolish
gods through fraud. He suffers and withers with grief for him. He is
capable of punishing the enemies of the Asuras, but he cannot undertake
the children’s protection in that case. He will punish them alone. They
should not be afraid.

15 Hearing this, the Dānavas look at each other with shame. Vipracitti
addresses his brother with a sweet and meaningful speech. Without a
doubt the enemies of the Asuras can be killed by him alone, that is to
say, if they don’t resort to trickery (māyā). No doubt they are weaklings,
but they are powerful by deceit. He should listen to him, for if something
is demonstrated with reason, even when it is said by children, it should
be accepted. Their eldest brother, Hiran. yakaśipu, who also thought that
he was capable on his own, was killed by the gods. Even a very powerful
person may be killed with force by many amateurs if he is without aid.165

They may be juniors to him but not to them. They can kill those violators
of the family. Furnished with the power of asceticism, yoga and magic,
and bearing in mind their enmity, they will kill the gods. Just like him,
they have been deprived of sleep ever since the killing of Hiran. yakaśipu.
He should not treat them like children. Wherever he may employ them,
they will go there. Prahlāda, Bali, Bān. a, Kālanemi, the twin brothers
Sunda and Nisunda, Maya, Tāraka, Tāra and the other Dānavas—each
of them can slay all the gods. Andhaka, who has been given a boon by

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Brahmā,166 will lead them all to Yama’s abode. Taking refuge with him
and protected by him, they will battle the gods. All of them are primeval
gods (pūrvadeva); the gods only became gods later.167 Why should they
be afraid of them?168

36 Then Andhaka speaks, causing delight to the Dānava lords. They are all
very powerful and the gods are weak. Today he (Hiran. yāks.a) may behold
the king’s killer, the youngest of the Ādityas,169 being killed by him alone.
Today the mother of the gods, Aditi, her eyes full of tears, will provide all
of them with (funeral) water when they dwell in the city of Yama. All the
Dānavas should rest; he is strong enough to be death to the destroyers of
their kingdom.

41 After hearing this speech, Hiran. yāks.a addresses the Dānavas. Today the
constellation pus.ya gives them power. They should set out quickly under
its protection.

43 Thereupon, the Dānavas quickly prepare their vehicles for battle.170 There
is a great tumultous noise coming from their vehicles: ‘that’s my horse!’,
‘this is your lion!’, ‘this is my chief elephant!’, ‘whose chariot is this?’, etc.

50 Śukra approaches and addresses Hiran. yāks.a, causing him delight. He has
performed the propitiatory and protective rite. Throughout the battle he
will support him, together with his servants and relatives, with his ascetic
power. Thereupon, Hiran. yāks.a circumambulates and bows his head to
Śukra, leaving the building after him.

54 Kettledrums, conches, cymbals and many other instruments171 are re-
sounded by the thousands, and benedictions are sung by singers, Sūtas,
Māgadhas and senior women.

58 At the gate, they behold the chariot that has been made ready:172 mea-

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suring a hundred nalvas,173 made of gold, with three thousand white,
free-roaming horses. Its charioteer is the celebrated Makara, the son of
Garutman, a free-flying bird.174 The king mounts the chariot175 to the
sound of cheers of victory, in full armour, adorned with a great banner,
a parasol and many flags. The parasol appears over his diadem like the
moon above a cloud of lightning on the night of the full moon, and his
banner, the skull-staff, appears to shoot up to heaven.176 Andhaka has a
similar chariot.

66 The charioteer, being ordered by him (Hiran. yāks.a) to come, urges the
three thousand horses on. The swift horses carry the chariot like the
seven horses of the sun. Śukra goes in front, Andhaka on the right, and
Vipracitti on the left. The other Dānavas accompany the chariot in the
front and at the rear.177 The army marches, accompanied by the sound of
neighing horses, the roar of elephants in rut, and cries of war. It inspires
fear.178

1 Vyāsa wishes to know what the gods did when the sons of Diti had set
out for Amarāvat̄ı. How did they learn about it, what counsel did they
get, what did they do?

4 Sanatkumāra tells him. After the Daityas set out, dreadful portents are
observed in Amarāvat̄ı. Vultures circle everywhere; the garlands of the
gods wither; horses stop neighing; a rain of blood falls down without a
cloud in sight; weapons blaze with smoke; the sun is covered by a ka-
bandha;179 a battle between two persons is seen; the gods find no delight;
left eyes tremble; a crackling, arid fire blazes; and so on.

11 Śakra asks Br.haspati what danger these terrible portents point to, for he
believes they are not without a cause. Br.haspati, the teacher of the gods,
answers that they are indeed not without a cause. The reason is that
the first Daitya king,180 Hiran. yakaśipu, was killed by Narasim. ha and the
gods regained their kingdom. Twelve thousand years have since passed.
The Daitya lords, in distress, repose in Pātāla together with the Dānavas.
Now, however, Hiran. yāks.a seeks to avenge the killing of his brother. He is
approaching, accompanied by all the Daitya lords and Dānavas. His son
Andhaka has been made immortal by Brahmā.181 Therefore they should
arm for battle but wait until the bad omen is over.

23 Śakra instructs the gods to prepare for battle. The Daitya lords should
not kill them unawares.

25 Vāyu goes to Śakra and, joining his hands, he speaks. The Daitya Hira-
n. yāks.a is approaching, eager to take revenge for the murder of his brother.
Together with them, he should rise to victory and slay the enemies of the
gods!

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28 Then Devarāj himself puts on a divine armour given to him by the son
of Aṅgiras (Br.haspati) and furnished with a spell. Śakra shines in it like
mount Meru surrounded by clouds with flashes of lightning. Br.haspati
himself invests him with arm-, finger- and hand-protectors with spells, as
well as inexhaustible quivers and the sword produced from amr.ta.182 He
then gives him a bow and arrows, as well as the vajra, consecrated with
spells, and shows him auspicious objects: a full jar, a fish and Airāvata,
prepared, worshipped and incensed by many proficient teachers.

36 Then the god mounts the four-tusked elephant, oozing rut. He shines on
Airāvata like the rising sun on the crest of the Eastern Mountain (Udayā-
cala). With the white parasol he shines forth like the White Mountain
(Śvetaparvata) under the moon. His luminous face, fanned by chowries,
appears like a blossoming lotus in autumn fanned by the wings of geese.183

His son Jayanta to his side appears like Kārttikeya, the beloved son of Ru-
dra.

41 Then Yama sets out on Pun. d. ra,184 preceded by Kāladan. d. a and surrounded
by ten crores, and Kubera sets out with many Rāks.asas, Yaks.as and
other gods; Varun. a with a thousand sons surrounded by 21 crores of sea
creatures, Anala surrounded by ten crores together with his son, Vāyu
with ten full armies, the Ādityas with ten each, the Rudras with 16 each,
the Vasus with ten each, the two Aśvins with eight each, the Aṅgirases
surrounded by a full army, the Yāmas, the Dhāmas, the Sādhyas and the
Lekhas,185 all accompanied by a thousand crores; furthermore, 20 crores
of Gandharvas, 64 crores of snakes, 20 crores of birds, 50 crores of Písācas
and a thousand crores of human kings.

53 Observing the entire army of the gods, the king requests that J̄ıva186

form an array (vyūha) that is unfathomable, invincible and not known to
Bhārgava.187 Br.haspati tells Śakra that there is no array he knows that

61 J̄ıva then forms the ‘falcon’ array. He arranges Vitteśa, Varun. a, Anala,
Vāyu and Jayanta to form its neck, Yama its head, Mr.tyu and Kāla the
beak, Candra and Sūrya the eyes, the Rudras the first wing, the Ādityas
the second wing, Purandara the middle, the Vasus and the two Aśvins
the feet, the Gandharvas and snakes the nails, the birds and Písācas the
tail, all the other gods the belly, and the kings the feet. He positions the
Bhūtas on the surface.189

68 After consecrating the bird array with a spell, Br.haspati informs Deva-
rāja that he has prepared the array and performed the protection with
Atharvavedic spells. There is nothing more to be done. He proclaims
victory to Śakra. He should perform his duty in accordance with his
power and all the gods should fight as well. May he kill the enemies and
be fearless in the battle!

73 Conch shells, various types of drums, cow horns and so on are sounded
in great numbers.190 The warriors become eager for war because of the
noise, and they roar like lions. The gods set out, longing for victory and
desirous of slaying the enemies.191

1 When the army of the gods stands ready for battle, they observe the
terrible army of the Dānavas. The Devas, led by Vāsava (Indra), roar
like lions. The sound fills the entire world. On seeing the gods formed in
an array, the Dānavas look at each other. Hiran. yanayana tells Bhārgava
that the Devas think they can conquer the Dānavas with this array. He
should quickly form a magical counter-array that will break the array of
the gods.

8 He (Bhārgava) forms the ‘crescent moon’ (ardhacandra), desiring to cut
the head from the body of the bird.192 He makes Prahlāda and Andhaka
form the two tips; the Nivātakavacas, the Paulomas and the Kālakāsutas,
the edges; Virocana, Bali, Vipracitti and their sons, Prahlāda’s brothers193

and their friends and relatives, the rear; and the king (Hiran. yāks.a), the
centre.

11 Bhārgava informs Hiran. yāks.a that he has prepared a great array that will
break the array of the gods. Let them engage in battle, fully guarded by
his spells and protecting each other.

14 Conch shells, various drums and so on are sounded, bringing the Devas
and Dānavas into a spirit of frenzy. Then the Dānavas crush the army
of the gods, but the gods strike them with all kinds of weapons. There
is a terrible noise of swords, heads and arms made to fall.194 There is
a great noise of the bending of bows and shooting of arrows. The sky
is filled with javelins, spears and lances. In an instant the battleground
becomes littered with heads, feet and arms falling down. It is hard to see
anything because of the elephants, horses, chariots and barrels lunging

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about. The ground is glittering with necklaces, cuirasses, golden girdles,
diadems, neck-protectors, painted cloths, chowries, bells and so on.195

26 A charioteer deprived of his chariot seizes another charioteer by the hair,
jumps towards the chariot, and strikes him down. Somebody attacks
swiftly on an elephant and hurls a chariot like a handful of kuśa grass
after the sacrifice is over. The one who is thrown jumps onto the elephant
and leads the elephant and the driver to Yama’s abode with arrows formed
like venomous snakes. A horse attends a rider who has dropped dead on
the ground, like a pupil his sleeping master. When a warrior and his driver
have been slain, the horses continue to carry the chariot, like emaciated
persons possessed of knowledge [carrying forth] the traditions. A god
bound tight by a Daitya covers him with his arms and [in this manner]
proceeds to the gods. Another cuts off the trunk of an advancing elephant,
but he is hurled to the ground by the same elephant. One [warrior] engaged
with another is killed by yet another, who himself is then killed by another
god, who is killed in turn by another [Daitya]. A number of foot soldiers
form a compact. Confounding a charioteer they strike him fearlessly.

35 The Siddhas in the sky, the R. s.is and Cāran. as delight. The Apsarases
fetch the warriors that are slain in the battle, the Písācas rejoice and the
Nikumbhilas dance.196 The battle music inspires fear. The Suras and
Asuras strike, seeking victory.197

Skandapurān. a 80

The gods attack and destroy the demons’ army. Virocana fights Varun. a, Dhaneśa and
Vāyu. They destroy his bow, armour and elephant. Bali, Bān. a and Prahlāda attack the
Lokapālas. The Lokapālas fight Bān. a, who is rescued by Bali. The demons, including
Sam. vara, Hiran. yāks.a and Andhaka, attack the gods, but are held back by Yama’s rod.
Andhaka strikes Yama, Kāla, Mr.tyu and Kr.tānta with arrows. Andhaka and Yama
fight. Yama is struck down to the ground. Mr.tyu, Kāla and Kr.tānta bind Andhaka
with nooses. He cuts through them, but Kr.tānta carries him off. Hiran. yāks.a shoots

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arrows at Kr.tānta, paralyzing him. The gods and demons blare their instruments of
war. (+ p. 229)

1 The gods surround the Dānavas. Mr.tyu, Kāla, Yama, Kr.tānta, strife,
deception, diseases, hostility and anger, the Narakas and Yama’s messen-
gers, pretas and pitr.s, the four groups in heaven,198 Vāmana,199 and the
Kim. karas all advance and destroy the Dānava army. Their bodies broken
by Yama’s messengers, the Daityas cry out like sinners in hells.200 Crushed
by Yama’s rod and bound by Mr.tyu’s noose, the sons of Diti are brought
under the control of death. Unable to find refuge, they are slain as they
stagger about. The cry ‘hā hā’ is sounded in the Dānava army, while the
gods praise Yama, saying ‘well done!’

9 Then Virocana, the son of Prahlāda, advances on his elephant to the army
of the gods. After circumambulating Yama,201 he covers Varun. a, Dhaneśa
and Vāyu with many sharp iron arrows. Blotting out the light of the sun,
he pours down arrows on the gods. The gods at once become unconscious.
The Daitya strikes everyone he sees. With his bow constantly taut, like
the haloed sun,202 it is impossible to look at him.

16 Thereupon, Varun. a breaks the demon’s bow, Vāyu removes his armour
with sharp arrows, and Dhaneśa slays his elephant with a lightning flash.203

On seeing this, Bali, Bān. a and Prahlāda and his brothers attack the Lo-
kapālas.204 The Lokapālas kill their wheel-protectors with arrows like
venomous snakes. Vāyu breaks the bows of Bān. a all at once.205 His bows
broken, he throws spears in anger. Vāyu casts them with speed in another

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direction and he leads the horses and their driver to Yama’s abode with
arrows. In anger, the son of Bali jumps down from his chariot, grabs a
club and attacks the Wind (Śvasana). The Wind (Anila) then cuts up
the club with arrows. Bān. a takes hold of another club and casts it with a
laugh. Vāyu blows it away in another direction. Seeing his son downcast
and wounded by arrows, Bali quickly comes up with his chariot. The two
Dānava lords on the single chariot look like the sun and moon joined on
the day of the full moon.206

30 On noticing that they are held back by the Lokapālas, all the Nivāta-
kavacas, Kālakeyas, Paulomas and Saim. hikeyas, Śambara, Kālaśambara,
Andhaka and Hiran. yāks.a, without giving up their formation, make speed.
Yama holds them back with his rod and they stand still, as if painted in
a picture.207

34 When Andhaka sees that the Daityas stop in fear of Yama, he goes up
to Yama and tells him to stay put.208 Arriving on his great chariot and
drawing his bow repeatedly, he strikes Yama in the forehead with ten
arrows, his buffalo with five, Kāla with six, Mr.tyu with 12, and Kr.tānta
with seven. Brandishing his bow, he lets out a roar and strikes him (Ya-
ma), proclaiming ‘I am the mighty Andhaka, son of Hiran. yāks.a. I have
been given a boon by Brahmā!’

39 As he is speaking in this way, the son of Sūrya cuts through his chariot
with his rod in anger. Thereupon, Andhaka lifts up his mace and attacks
the lord of the pretas. The latter crushes his mace with a blow of his rod
and strikes him on the head in anger. He does not budge, and strikes down
Yama’s rod,209 like a sage who has conquered his senses [is not affected
even] when he is touched by the objects of the senses. On seeing that
Andhaka has repelled the rod, the Dānava lords laugh. They cry out,
again and again, ‘well done, Andhaka!’ Andhaka next advances and, with
a slap, strikes Yama from his buffalo down to the ground. Then the gods
cry ‘hā hā’, and the Dānavas, ‘seize, seize!’, and the gods break their
formation.

47 Thereupon, Mr.tyu, Kāla and Kr.tānta, in anger, bind Andhaka with
nooses. The Daitya lord cuts through the nooses and ties Kr.tānta with

the noose of his arm. Swollen with anger, Kr.tānta lifts Andhaka up and
carries him off by force.

50 Seeing his own son being led off, Hiran. yāks.a hits Kr.tānta vehemently
with sharp arrows. He pierces all his limbs and joints, and paralyzes him.
The gods all come together with terrible weapons in their hands. A great
noise of instruments of war resounds in the armies of the gods and the
demons.210

Skandapurān. a 81

The battle continues. Hiran. yāks.a threatens Indra and fights him with various weapons.
Indra destroys them all. Several Daityas attack Indra but they are cornered by the
Rudras and Ādityas. The Āditya Am. śa fights them all single-handedly and destroys
the army of Daityas and Dānavas with his bowman skills. (+ p. 238)

1 When Hiran. yāks.a sees the lord of the gods drawing up before him, he
instructs his charioteer to bring him to Indra. His charioteer directs the
horses and leads him there.211 When the chief of the Asuras stands with
arrow-shot of the thousand-eyed god, he addresses the lord of the gods.

4 Śakra should display his power quickly! They (the Asuras) are the primor-
dial gods (pūrvadeva) and therefore the entire triple world is theirs, having
acquired it lawfully. The rogues only became gods afterwards, abandon-
ing the law (nyāya) and killing Hiran. yāks.a’s brother deceitfully.212 They
(the Asuras) are the primordial gods and the [current] gods are new. He
will kill all of them in battle. After slaying him (Indra) along with his
fellows and making them into a bali offering, he will be freed from the
debt towards his brother, who was killed treacherously.

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8 Speaking thus, he draws his bow and pierces [Indra’s] forehead with five
sharp arrows. The king of the gods looks like Mt. Meru hit by the sun’s
rays. Thereupon, seizing a thunderbolt, Śakra cuts his bow and strikes
him. Hit by that harsh blow, [Hiran. yāks.a] sees the skies ablaze and bends
another bow. The king (Indra) cuts that one too, and then another.
Taking hold of a spear, [Hiran. yāks.a] casts it in anger. The king splits
it mid-flight with a thunderbolt. Lifting up a splendid mace, [Hiran. yā-
ks.a] attacks with speed. The king cuts the mace into many pieces, like a
Nāstika [shatters] matters of dharma.213

16 Thereupon, Vipracitti, Śini, Bās.kala, Maya, Śambara, Asiloman, Tāra,
Tāraka, Indradamana, Kālanemin, S. an. d. a, Vipāka, Pāka, Ilvala, Namuci,
Vātāpin and Kālamuñjika attack Devendra.214 The Rudras and Ādityas
close in on them in an isolated spot. A horrifying battle ensues between
the two groups.215

21 The Āditya Am. śa stretches his bow and rushes on the Dānavas with his
chariot.216 He strikes them all with volleys of arrows.217 With great
dexterity the Āditya cuts the bows they are drawing simultaneously and
roars. Thereupon, he destroys their vehicles, drivers and banners of vic-
tory. Armed with swords, they then attack Am. śa with speed. He covers
them, who are like veritable mountains, [with arrows] up to their knees.
With their ankles covered with arrows, the Dānavas flee Am. śa with speed
and go to another spot.

30 The Devas make a great clamour.218 Am. śa again stretches his bow and
slaughters the Dānavas and Daityas. He plucks the heads of the Dāna-
va lords like ripe fruits. Headless, some of them quickly flee the battle
and drop down on the ground, lifeless. Others, with arms and thighs
cut off, howl as they fall to the ground. They wander about here and

there like souls in sam. sāra. There is not a Daitya or Dānava who is not
afraid of Am. śa’s sharp arrows. The Daitya army looks like a thick forest
of blossoming bandhuj̄ıvas, aśokas and kim. śukas.219 The terrified Daityas
see Am. śa everywhere. Am. śa pierces every Daitya that he comes across
with arrows, but none of the Daityas and Dānavas see him in the act of
seizing and loading [arrows] or bending the bow. His great bow seems to
make a perfect circle like the sun at midday.220 He burns the enemies in
battle like a fire, stirred by wind, burns dry wood.221

Skandapurān. a 82

Vala fights Am. śa. He renders Am. śa and the other gods inactive. Vāyu, Jayanta, Pūs.an
and Bhaga interfere. Vala fights back. He throws a mountain peak but it is returned
by Vāyu and kills many Dānavas. The Daityas and Dānavas flee in fear. Hiran. yāks.a
castigates them and tells them to return and fight. They do so. (+ p. 246)

1 Seeing the Daitya lords impelled by Am. śa, Vala instructs his driver to
bring him there so that he may kill him. As he approaches, Am. śa cuts
down his banner and horses one by one. He topples the driver’s head from
his body and pierces Vala with five arrows. They shine on his forehead
like the sun’s rays from a cloud. The Daitya jumps up in anger and covers
Am. śa with many arrows. Like a cloud [scatters] rain, like the sun [scatters]
rays, he buries Am. śa with sharp arrows. The Dānava lord cuts down his
banner, stops his horses, eliminates his driver and shatters his bow to
pieces.

10 In the same way, with great magic he renders the other gods inactive. Ap-
pearing alternately like a cloud, the sun, moon and fire, stars and planets,
a mountain, a bird, invisible, he shoots his arrows. The entire army of
gods looks on spellbound, their bodies covered with arrows, deprived of
the neighing of horses and the trumpeting of elephants; the violent noises
of the warriors are stilled, as if painted on a picture.222 Vala shatters with

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arrows the head of anyone in the army who looks up. They are deprived
of movement, like those on the path of moks.a.

16 Vāyu, Jayanta, Pūs.an and Bhaga then ward off the roaring arrows of Vala.
Vāyu dispels the arrows with great speed, Bhaga cuts Vala’s bow, Pūs.an
the cuirass and Jayanta the pair of quivers. Wounded with arrows, the
Dānava fights with trees from the forest. The gods shatter with arrows
the trees that are cast by him. He then seizes a great mountain peak and
throws it, making a dreadful noise. Pavana (Vāyu) deflects it and it falls
on the Asuras’ heads. The mountain peak cast by Vala kills a crore of
Dānavas in the battle. Seeing this, the sons of Diti are dispersed by the
thousands. On chariots, horses and elephants, others abandoning their
vehicles, the Daityas and Dānavas flee in fear.

26 Hiran. yāks.a,223 Vipracitti, Prahlāda, Andhaka224 and Tāraka225 go towards
them and address the frightened Daityas and Dānavas. Why do they
flee? They should stay fearless. Where can they go and find comfort?
Earlier, ignorant of [the extent of] their power, the gods did not destroy
them as they were dwelling in Pātāla,226 but now that they know them
to be powerless they will destroy them all in Pātāla. They must protect
themselves with a good fight and not fear for their lives. What has become
of their Danuja and Daitya nature? The time has come to live up to their
hostility, their pride, noble birth and former bragging! They had said that
they were not children and were each singlehandedly able to defeat the
gods.227 Now that the time has come, why do they flee? He (Hiran. yā-
ks.a)228 now considers their bragging empty like an autumn cloud. They
should turn back and fight, and behold the great deed of him and his
son. He is Kaśyapa’s son and his own son is Andhaka, who has received a
boon from Brahmā. He (Hiran. yāks.a) is twice as heroic as Hiran. yakaśipu!
Today the Dānavas will see all the gods slain by him. When the enemies

of the Asuras have been killed, they will enjoy the entire triple world ruled
by him. They should watch him and his son in battle, free from fear.

42 Thus addressed they all turn back, overcome with shame. Pale faced, they
don’t dare stand before the king, like little fish facing a whale.229

Skandapurān. a 83

The Dānavas return to the battle. The gods and demons resume their fight. Depictions
and dialogues of the battle scene follow. (+ p. 254)

1 The Dānavas return to the front line of the battle with great speed: Pra-
hlāda, Anuhlāda, Śini, Bās.kala, Virocana, Bali, Bān. a, Vala, Vāta, Kampa-
na, Vipracitti, S. an.d. a, Hrada, Śatodara, Maya,230 Vyam. sa, Śatāvarta, Hra-
dodara, Keśin, Namuci, Indradamana, Maya, Mura, Tārakāks.a, Vidyu-
nmālin, Prabhākara, Tāra, Tāraka, Baka, Āt.i, Mūka, Kubha, Kārtasvara,
Mahārava, Vātāpin, Ilvala, Ilvaka, Pilvaka, Ketu, Śataketu, Rāhu, Sva-
rbhānu, Śambara, Naraka, Kālaśambara, Dundubhi, Mahis.a, Śatadundu-
bhi, Kālanemin, Vipāka, Pāka, Duryodhana, Hastin, Sunda, Nisunda, Śa-
rabha, Kāla, Vr.s.aparvan, Śatānanda, Śatāvarta,231 Dhenuka, Pralamba,
Dhvaja, the Hālāhalas,232 the Saim. hikeyas, the Paulomas, the Kālakā-
sutas,233 the Nivātakavacas, the sons of Bali, the sons of Bān. a, the Kāla-
kañjas, Vr.ta and Vr.tta with their troops,234 and other mighty ones.

12 The force of the army is like the current of the ocean against the shore.
The tumultuous noise fills235 the three worlds. The gods confront the
Daityas with great zeal. The sky is brilliant with swords and missiles;
heads are cut off by swords and arrows and drop to the ground. With
crowns, bracelets, breastplates, fans, turbans, hands, clothes, goads, etc.,
the battle ground appears like the sky dotted with stars.

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21 ‘Stand still!’, ‘there is no escape for you now!’, ‘why do you roar in vain
like a cloud in autumn?’, ‘where are you going, having killed my beloved
son?’, ‘my arrows will destroy your immortality!’, ‘I am a god, I am not
afraid of you!’, etc.; thus they address each other as they are fighting. The
Siddhas and Cāran. as in the sky all cheer and delight.

27 ‘This Dānava slain in battle is bound to be my husband!’, ‘this god is your
husband, don’t put your heart on another’s!’, ‘why are you so greedy?’,
‘there is no seizing for oneself here!’, ‘read what is written [on the fore-
head]!’, ‘don’t be hasty!’,236 ‘who is not satisfactory for you?’, ‘be satis-
fied, beauty!’, etc.; thus the Apsarases speak, making a great commotion
about the warriors slain in battle. Hearing this sweet talk mixed with the
tinkling of girdles and bracelets, the warriors fight fearlessly and fill the
directions with the slapping of arms. The battle inspires fear in the Devas
and Dānavas.237

Skandapurān. a 84

The battle is compared to a sacrifice. Individual gods clash with individual demons.
Hiran. yāks.a puts up a fight with Indra and his elephant. Hiran. yāks.a retreats to the sky.
The gods and demons cheer them on. Hiran. yāks.a and Indra resume their fight. Indra’s
elephant is wounded. (+ p. 260)

1 The sacrificial battle (yuddhayajña) for kingship takes place.238 Indra
(Sahasrāks.a), together with the gods, is the sacrificer; the arrows form
the kuśa grass; the weapons are the offering spoons; the lives are the
oblation; death is the fire; the missiles are the mantras; the heads are the
sacrificial cakes; victory is the soma; the Rudras are the Adhvaryus; the
Ādityas are the Bahvr.c priests;239 the Vasus are the Udgātr.s; Br.haspati

8 As the great sacrifice proceeds, Indra clashes with Hiran. yāks.a,243 Vāyu
with Vipracitti, Am. śa with Śambara, Bhaga with Vala, Pūs.an with Vi-
rocana, Mitra with Bali, Varun. a with Bān. a, Yama with Andhaka, Ilvala
with Jayanta,244 Candramas with Maya, Rāhu with Ahirbudhna, Kāpālin
with Śataketu, Ajaikapād with Kālanemi, Jvara with Kārtasvana, Arya-
man with Prahlāda, Dhara245 with Anuhlāda, Dhruva with Hrada, and
others with others.

13 Hiran. yāks.a stretches his bow and pierces Indra’s elephant in the frontal
sinus; he strikes Devendra in the collarbone and pierces the elephant in
the forehead with arrows. The elephant oozes with blood. Angrily, Śakra
strikes him on the cheek with a thunderbolt. The lord of the Daityas dis-
regards the bolt and strikes Indra and his elephant. Pierced with arrows,
the elephant rears up and roars in anger. He quickly seizes Hiran. yāks.a’s
chariot by the railing;246 hurling it up, the elephant casts it away.247 Trav-

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eling with speed, for an instant he (Hiran. yāks.a)248 appears like the Sun
(Bhāskara) on his chariot, struck by Svarbhānu.249 When Hiran. yāks.a’s
chariot has returned to the ground, the elephant dashes towards it and
attacks it. Seeing him advance, the Asura goes in a circle in the sky.250

The elephant follows after him in a circle, with his trunk stretched out
and eyes, ears and tail stiffened.

26 There are cries and exclamations of excitement followed by silence on both
sides. The gods cheer on Indra and the elephant, the others cheer on the
Daitya Hiran. yāks.a. Seated on the [white] elephant’s shoulders, the lord
of the gods looks like a hot fire on the winged Himālaya (śailendra).251

Hiran. yāks.a on his chariot looks like Kr.s.n. a on Garutman.

30 The Daitya lord stretches his bow and covers Devarāja with sharp arrows.
Śakra shatters his bow with a thunderbolt, cuts off all the ropes from the
horses,252 and cuts the reins in the charioteer’s hands as well as the golden
whip to pieces. The horses thereupon run loose.

33 Hiran. yāks.a hits the elephant with a club and the lord of the gods with
a sword. The elephant abandons the chariot and oozes excrement and
urine, his head whirling. Although he is hit by the sword, the powerful
Devarāja does not feel pain. Forced by his elephant, who is discharging
rut, he leaves, obstructed in battle by Hiran. yanetra.253

1 Vipracitti rains many arrows on Vāyu. Obscuring the sky, he casts them
like the ocean [tossing up] midges.254 The arrows issue from Vipracitti’s
bow like a shower from a raincloud, rays from the sun, etc. The wind
god (Anila) makes them fall down on the Asuras with speed. Pierced by
those arrows, the Dānavas wail on the ground like men in hells.255 Seeing
them struck down, Vipracitti leaps from his chariot to fight by hand. The
power of Vāyu increases and the gods think that he has defeated the son
of Danu.

9 Then Hiran. yāks.a rises up and strikes Pavana on the cheek with his club.
He is paralyzed by the blow and does not perceive anything. The Dānava
abandons him and quickly moves elsewhere.

11 A terrifying battle also takes place between Am. śa and Śambara. Am. śa
cuts down the golden banner of Śambara, who attacks quickly. He then
sends his horses to Yama’s abode, decapitates his driver and pierces him
with 64 arrows. Quickly the Dānava undertakes demonic magic and strikes
Am. śa with rocks, thunderbolds, clubs, etc. Unable to see him casting [his
weapons],256 Am. śa leaves the battle and goes elsewhere in fear.

17 Bhaga attacks Vala on his chariot. Telling him to stand still, he pierces the
Daitya with an arrow. Vala seizes the arrow, quickly pierces Bhaga in the
hand and roars. Then he attacks him with magic, strikes him in the chest
with his foot and returns to his chariot. Seeing his heroism, the Devas and
Asuras all praise him.257 Filled with shame, Bhaga then destroys Vala’s
horses, chariot and driver, and roars like a cloud. But Vala abandons his

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chariot and cuts Bhaga’s bow in two. Then he hits him on the forehead
with an arrow and pierces each hand with seven arrows. He pierces his
bow at the position of the fist while Bhaga grabs one bow after another.
Saying, ‘you are finished!’, he hurls a mace to destroy Vala. Vala catches
the mace mid-flight with arrows, like Nandin [who conquered] his own
death.258 Realizing that the mace cannot be repelled, the Asura strikes
Bhaga on the head with the tip of his bow.259 Seizing the chariot by the
railing, he hurls it, together with its driver, to the southern region, like
the wind [hurling] the mountain into the [southern] ocean.260

29 Pūs.an hits Virocana with many arrows, and the latter wounds him with
seven sharp arrows. In anger, Pūs.an bends his great bow and releases a
terrible life-destroying [missile], saying ‘you are finished!’ It lights up all
the quarters simultaneously and heads towards the enemy with speed.261

Realizing that it cannot be borne, the great Asura lord abandons his
chariot and enters the sky. When it has reduced his driver and the great
chariot with its horses and equipment to ashes, [the missile] proceeds to
the sky, invisible in form.

Skandapurān. a 86

Virocana strikes back and captures Pūs.an. Mitra fights with Bali and is stupefied.
Varun. a fights with Bān. a and retreats. Yama fights with Andhaka and retreats together
with his buffalo Pun. d. ra. Jayanta fights with Ilvala and whirls him round. The Asuras
attack him and he flees. (+ p. 273)

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1 Positioned in the sky, Virocana quickly draws a sword and cuts through
Pūs.an’s flying arrows and bow. He strikes him on the head. Pūs.an drops
onto the chariot seat, like a flag when the [Indra] festival is over.262 The
Daitya lord quickly captures him and hurls him towards Devarāja.263

5 Mitra264 pierces Bali in the collarbone with three arrows, and Bali cuts
through his bow with a single broad-headed arrow.265 Then he hits him
in the heart with another one. [Mitra] is stupefied and sinks down onto
the chariot seat. In fear of death the charioteer carries off Mitra. The
Daityas start shouting.

8 Varun. a hits Bān. a with a hundred small arrows.266 Bān. a draws five hun-
dred bows simultaneously and shoots as many arrows. Varun. a destroys
them one by one, and hits Bān. a with five arrows. He then splits all his
bows with sharp arrows. The Daitya throws a club at him. Seeing it cut
through, he discharges five more clubs. As he is occupied with the one
club, [Varun. a] does not notice them and they all fall upon him. One top-
ples his crown down to the ground, another causes his bow to slip from
his hands, another casts his banner on the ground; another hits his horses
and makes them bite dust; yet others fall on his chest, thighs, belly and
hips.267 Varun. a leaves him and moves elsewhere on the battlefield.

17 Yama attacks Andhaka and hurls a staff at his chariot. It pulverises the
chariot and returns to Yama’s hand. Andhaka abandons his chariot and
runs towards Yama in anger, club in hand. Yama reduces the club to
ashes with his staff. He then tells him that he has destroyed his dominion
(dhāman); now he will also lead him to his own (Yama’s) abode. He is
after all the master of death. How can he escape alive? He will kill him
today. He should take a good [last] look at the world. Otherwise, reaching
his city first, he will see all the enemies of the gods later there as well (i.e.
they will all be killed).

25 Andhaka tells him that he is the son of Hiran. yāks.a. He is no ordinary Dā-
nava! He has offered pieces of flesh from his body to Anala for 13 hundred
years.268 Brahmā has given him immortality in return. He (Yama) cannot

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kill him (Andhaka), but he will be his (Yama’s) death! By slaying him he
will bestow fortune on the triple world. Even the gods will be pleased once
he has been killed. It is only because he (Yama) has never encountered a
great being that he has no fear. Since the gods cannot slay him, they long
for amr.ta and worship him constantly. Today, once he has been killed,
the gods and demons will be free from strife. They will show affection [to
each other] as if with amr.ta.269 Today he will remove his pride and the
power of yoga along with his life from his body!

36 Menaced in this manner, the son of Bhāskara hits the Asura’s upper body
with his staff. Kāla hits him in the heart with a kim. kara;270 Mr.tyu strikes
his head with lightning; Niyati casts a noose around his neck; and Kr.tānta
beats him on the cheek with an iron bludgeon. Andhaka does not feel any
pain. The nooses do not cling to him, nor do the staff or the bludgeon.
The Dānavas all yell and sound their instruments. Andhaka rejoices and
runs up to Yama. Although he is hit by the servants, he strikes Yama in
the chest with his fist and hits his buffalo Pun. d. ra on the head with his
foot.271 In distress, the two quickly flee Andhaka.

45 Jayanta meets with Ilvala and pierces him with ten arrows. Ilvala quickly
cuts through his banner, the yokes of the horses and the golden whip. The
horses run wild and Jayanta is without a chariot. The son of Śakra then
fells Ilvala’s horses, charioteer and banner. Both deprived of their chariots,
they pierce each other’s bows with sharp arrows. Warding them off, they
each ward off weapons with weapons, roaring like two oceans. Finding
an opportunity, the son of Śakra cuts Ilvala’s bow with a broad-headed
arrow. The Daitya brandishes a sword and casts it, but he (Jayanta) cuts
through his sword. Then he (Ilvala) picks up his fallen mace and casts
it. It flies with speed. The moment he (Jayanta) cleaves the mace with
arrows, the Daitya cuts through his bow. Then, the moment the son of
Aditi does not take his sword, the Daitya strikes him in the chest with the
left foot. But Jayanta takes his foot and whirls him round.

56 The army of Asuras cry out: ‘go and protect Ilvala, quick!’ The Devas
sound their instruments and cheer. Jayanta whirls the Daitya around
like Vidhātr. brandishing the discus.272 Then Hiran. yāks.a, Andhaka, Bali,

Bān. a, Vipracitti, Śambara, Virocana, the Kālakeyas, the Paulomas, the
Saim. hikeyas (sim. hikāsuta) and the Nivātakavacas surround him. He is
struck harshly by many weapons. Jayanta throws Ilvala onto Hiran. yāks.a
and runs away in the direction of the gods.273

Skandapurān. a 87

Candramas fights with Maya, who turns into Rāhu by magic. Ahirbudhna fights with
Rāhu and gives up. Kāpālin fights with Śataketu but is forced to retreat by the Daityas.
Ajaikapād fights with Kālanemi and is thrown off. Jvara fights with Kārtasvana and
flees. (+ p. 283)

1 Maya strikes Candramas with arrows. Candramas splits them into seven
pieces and pierces Maya with five arrows. Then the god strikes him in
the forehead and laughs. Toiling, he (Maya) pierces his forehead with
an arrow.274 The god then cuts through his banner and sends his wheel-
protectors to Yama’s abode.

6 Maya resorts to supernatural magic and becomes Rāhu. He attacks Śa-
śalaks.an. a like Rāhu the moon. When the god who is the source of amr.ta
discerns the magic, he covers him with arrows. Warding off the arrows
with magic, the Daitya attacks him. The Daitya seizes his chariot, driven
by a Nāga, by the railing and destroys it.

11 Ahirbudhna approaches Rāhu, the seizer of the moon,275 pierces him with
five arrows and fells his banner. Rāhu jumps from his chariot and demol-
ishes his bow, banner and horses with a terrible club. Ahirbudhna then
seizes a thunderbolt blazing with a hundred bells.276 Whirling it round, he

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hurls it at Rāhu. It falls on Rāhu’s head like a thunderbolt on a mountain.
It does not hurt him, however, and Rāhu dashes towards Ahirbudhna in
anger. Seeing him come flying, the god avoids his path and goes elsewhere.

18 Śataketu rushes to him (Kāpālin) on his chariot, telling him to stay where
he is.277 Kāpālin pierces his heart with a feathered arrow. The Graha
drops onto his chariot in a swoon. The Daityas cry out but the De-
vas rejoice. Andhaka, Hiran. yāks.a, Vipracitti, Virocana, Śambara, Ilvala,
Bān. a, Bali, the Kālakeyas, the Paulomas, the Nivātakavacas and many
other Daityas surround the Rudra. They threaten him with arrows, clubs,
maces, missiles and javelins. Beaten, the god quickly retreats.

26 Ajaikapād challenges Kālanemi with a club. The two, each fighting with
a club in hand, move about in circles like two planets. Whirling his club
round repeatedly, Kālanemi launches it at the Rudra, like Skanda his
spear at the mountain.278 The Rudra evades it with speed, like Śveta
when Death had arrived.279 The Rudra whirls his club round and flings
it at the Daitya. Struck on the head, the Daitya sees all the directions
in yellow. Whirling another club, he strikes Ajaikapād on the shoulders.
He falls on the ground, struck with pain. He gets up quickly, moving in
a circle to his left towards the Daitya who is moving to the right, and
whirling another club, he lets it fall onto the Daitya. Whirled round three
times by the blow and having steadied himself, he hits the Rudra in the
belly again with a club. He (Ajaikapād) falls to the ground by the force
of the club, like the peak of Mt. Śveta in the past.280 Kālanemi grasps his
feet, whirls him around and throws him off.

39 Jvara strikes Kārtasvana with ten arrows in the breast. But Kārtasvana
splinters his bow and pierces him with arrows. The Rudra whirls a staff
round and throws it at Kārtasvana’s chariot. He counters it with a mass of
arrows. The staff flares up more and attacks again with speed. Realizing

that the staff is unobstructed, Kārtasvana abandons his chariot and takes
up position in the sky. After it has reduced the chariot to ashes, the
club proceeds on. In the meantime, Kārtasvana attacks the Rudra with
arrows. When he has deprived Jvara of his chariot, he strikes him on the
head with a sword. The Rudra gives up the fight and quickly leaves on
foot. He runs to the army of the gods.281

Skandapurān. a 88

Aryaman fights with Prahlāda, Anuhlāda fights with Dhara, and Dhruva fights with
Hrada. A tumultuous battle between all the Devas and Dānavas takes place. Scenes of
warriors dying follow. The gods attack again with speed. (+ p. 292)

1 Aryaman hits Prahlāda with many arrows and destroys his banner. Pra-
hlāda abandons his chariot and runs towards Aryaman. The latter strikes
the advancing Prahlāda with many arrows.282 The son of Hiran. yakaśipu
pays no heed to the arrows and attacks quickly. He seizes Aryaman’s
chariot by the railing and throws it along with the driver.

6 Anuhlāda meets with Dhara and is struck in the chest by him. He quickly
draws his sword and attacks Dhara’s chariot.283 After piercing the banner,
the chariot pole, the horses, the charioteer, the bow, and Dhara in the
shoulder, he returns to his chariot. Dhara abandons Anuhlāda and flees
to the chariot of Indu (Soma).

9 Dhruva attacks Hrada284 and stirs up a terrifying fight. Conquered by
magic, Dhruva flees in fear. In this way the Devas are conquered, then
threatened by yet other Daityas, and return again for battle.

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11 Then a tumultuous battle unfolds between the Devas and Dānavas. Thou-
sands of war instruments are sounded on both sides. A dreadful river of
blood issues forth,285 in which the elephants and horses are the large fish,
the chariots the turtles, the hair the duckweeds, the cries the croaking
frogs, the turbans the geese, the necklaces and bracelets the sand, the
phlegm the mud, etc. Raks.ases and various frightening beings bathe and
dance in it. Vultures, jackals, dogs, jarjaras(?) and crows are eating eyes,
hands, feet and entrails. The flesh-eaters quarrel among each other: ‘this
elephant’s foot is mine!’, ‘this piece of fat is mine!’, etc.

21 Some great warriors leave their bodies and proceed to the abode of Bra-
hmā on flying vehicles crowded with women. Others, of wicked deeds, fall
into a terrible hell. Hundreds of thousands die in the battle, crying in
pain. Others die, biting grass, crying out ‘dear son!’ Some of the great
Deva and Asura warriors fall down onto the earth like trees. Jackals make
inauspicious sounds, Rāks.asas cackle, and men, elephants and horses cry
in pain. Heroes make war cries and there is a loud noise of bows being
strung.

28 Then Indra, Dhaneśa, Yama, Kāla, Varun. a, the Maruts and the Vísvede-
vas, Mitra, Jayanta, Bhaga, Pūs.an, Aryaman, Kāpālin, the Vasus, Nāsa-
tya and Dasra (the two Aśvins), the Pr.śnis286 and other eminent warriors
among the gods attack the army of Dānavas forcefully.287 They destroy
the army of Dānavas with speed. Struck by the force of the Devas, the
army of Dānavas is like grass in contact with the flame of a fire.288

Skandapurān. a 89

The battle continues. Hiran. yāks.a captures Indra, Tvas.t.r. and Pūs.an. He immobilises
the weapons of Yama, Kāla, Dhaneśa, Varun. a, Bhaga and the other gods. Vāyu attacks
and defeats the Dānavas. Hiran. yāks.a castigates them and overcomes Vāyu with the
help of Andhaka, Rāhu and Vipracitti. Another long-lasting battle unfolds. Virocana
pierces Indra’s elephant, who then runs loose among the army of the gods. (+ p. 299)

Andhaka, Prahlāda, Vipracitti and their brothers,289 along
with the Saim. hikeyas, rise towards the Devas. A horrifying battle ensues
between them.

5 Indra, Tvas.t.r.
290 and Pūs.an meet with Hiran. yāks.a and strike him with

sharp arrows in all vulnerable spots. The lord of Daityas immobilises
their bows with magic power. The bows no longer bend and the gods
get confused. The Daitya roars and ties their bodies with the weapon
spell. Seeing them bound, the charioteers quickly carry them away from
the battlefield.

10 Thereupon Kāla, Yama, Dhaneśa, Mitra, Varun. a, the Vasus and the two
Aśvins seize their weapons and attack Hiran. yāks.a. As they advance, the
Daitya splits their armour with sharp arrows. They all release their prin-
cipal weapons. Yama throws his stick, Kāla the kim. kara,291 Dhaneśa the
lightning flash,292 Varun. a the noose, Bhaga the mace, and others different
arrows. The Daitya laughs and immobilises them, like Bhava the hand of
Śakra.293

16 The Dānava warriors are delighted and praise Hiran. yāks.a. Some [say]
that it is no wonder that their master, the son of Kaśyapa and Diti, [has
achieved this]. Others rejoice and make war sounds. Many praises of the
delighted Dānavas are heard.

20 Perceiving their joy and the humiliation of the gods, Vāyu attacks the
Asuras. Prabhañjana is suddenly seen on a chariot a thousand nalvas
wide, filling the directions with noise. After striking the Daitya king with
five arrows, he quickly proceeds a distance of one yojana away. Then he
pierces Andhaka with 60 arrows, Vipracitti with seven, Maya with 50,
and with volleys of seven each all the Daityas, Dānavas, the sons of Pulo-
man and the Nivātakavacas. Struck by the many arrows, the Asuras run
away in the ten directions. Vāyu returns all the clubs, maces and spears
discharged by the Dānavas. Struck by their own weapons, they wail and
run in all directions. Then Vāyu shatters the chariots and covers their

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eyes with dust. Trembling in fear, they cease to discharge any arrows or
weapons.

31 When Hiran. yāks.a has beheld this deed, he reproaches all the Dānavas.
Damn their power, their magic, their heroism! They abandon the battle-
field like women. The fools are defeated by a single Vāyu. Damn their
earlier counsel!294 He was right when he had called them children. They
should watch him defeat Vāyu all by himself!

36 Thereupon the son of Diti (Hiran. yāks.a) turns into a mountain and blocks
the force of Vāyu. When Andhaka notices that Vāyu has been restrained,
he jumps down and binds him with the noose of his arm. Jagadāyus takes
hold of Andhaka and quickly jumps up. The moment he jumps up, Rāhu
hits him on the head with a club. Vipracitti seizes him by the feet. As
he is being whirled around, with his necklace, garland and clothing flying,
Prān. igocara appears like a blazing firebrand at night.

43 When the gods see him being whirled around, they move quickly, shouting
‘seize, seize!’ But Vipracitti notices them with their weapons raised and
hurls Vāyu onto Śakra. Regaining consciousness, Vāyu slows down and
pays his respect to Devendra. Thereupon Vāyu and all the gods attack
the Daitya lords.

48 A terrifying battle unfolds between them. Some who are struck direct
their breaths heavenwards, saying ‘well, well!’ Other Devas and Daityas,
abandoning their position, protect a wounded hero as though he were their
own son. Some, even though they have killed many, reproach themselves
for not having been wounded by sharp swords. Some, desirous of an honest
battle, give up their swords to fight an unarmed one. Many are the Dai-
tya lords fighting, but they do not strike the Devas who do not strike
them. Foot soldiers fight with foot soldiers, horsemen with horsemen,
charioteers with charioteers and elephant-riders with elephant-riders. The
battle between the Devas and Dānavas lasts for eight hundred years.

56 Then Virocana attacks the Devas from his elephant, carrying a spear blaz-
ing like the fire at the end of a yuga. He runs up to Devendra and orders
him to stand still. But Pākaśāsana pierces the collarbone of the attacker
with an arrow. The Daitya hits his hand with the spear. The bow drops
from his hand as a consequence. Then the Daitya lord quickly pierces
Indra’s elephant in the temple. The elephant runs loose and crushes its
own army. The Ādityas flee in all directions. The Daityas and Dānavas
play instruments and utter cries of war. Thrown into confusion by the
elephant and the Daityas, the great army appears like the ocean at the
churning of Mt. Mandara.295

1 When they see that army being beaten by the Daityas and Dānavas, So-
ma and Agni (Pavanasārathi),296 bearing protective armour and carrying
bows, quivers, swords and bells, prepare to fight the Daityas. Soma pierces
Hiran. yāks.a in the heart with ten sharp arrows. The Daitya falls into a
swoon.297 Thereupon his charioteer carries the great Asura away, like Ni-
dhis carrying away Dhaneśa.298 The Daityas wail and the gods rejoice.
The gods play kettledrums, conches, cymbals and cow horns.

10 Thereupon Andhaka, Tāra, Tāraka, Namuci, Vipracitti, Śambara, Ma-
hāmāya, Dhundhu, Kārtasvana, Rāhu, Mahāsvana, Śataketu, Śatāvarta,
Puloman, Pilvala, Vātāpin, Kālanemi, Śatāvarta, Śatodara, Mahāpārśva,
Hrada, Mus.un. d. a, Sun. d. a, Durloman, Kabandha, Virādha,299 Rādha, Ma-
r̄ıca, Subāhu, Śvetakun. d. ali, Vr.s.aparvan, Atikāya, Śarabha, Sim. ha, Narā-
ntaka, Devahana, Yajñahana, Sunda and Nisunda, Śakratāpana, Prahlā-
da, Anuhlāda, Śini, Bās.kala, Virocana, Bali, Bān. a, Vāta, Maya, Tārakā-
ks.a, Vidyunmālin, Prabhākara, Dundubhi, Mahis.a, Aris.t.a, Ris.t.a, Keśin,
Dhenuka, Ajaka, Vyam. sa, Gaganamūrdhnan, Asiloman, Sūc̄ıloman, Tu-
hun.d. a, Hun. d. a, Hastin, Duryodhana, Vipāka, Pāka, Vala, Mura, Naraka,
Mūka and Indradamana, Aśvagr̄ıva, Śambara, Aya, Kālaśambara, Sālva,
Śatabhuja, Druma, Vyāghra, Madhu, Kait.abha, Mahākavaca, Chāyāgrā-
ha, the Saim. hikeyas, the Hālāhalas, the Sons of Bali, the Sons of Maya, the
Nivātakavacas, the Paulomas, the Kālakeyas, the Sons of Vipracitti and
many other Daityas and Dānavas all rush unto Candramas. They attack

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Śaśin, like buffalos a tiger, like elephants a śarabha, like obstacles one
observing a vow, like desires one resorting to liberation, like the objects
of the senses a yogin (yoga), like miseries one who suffers, like snakes
Garutman, like bees a tree.300

27 As they attack, the Enemy of Darkness (Timirāri) smiles and destroys
their weapons. Then he pierces their hearts with arrows and roars. The
Lord of the Stars (Tārādhipati) destroys all the Asuras with a cold frost.
The Daitya lords stand still as though painted in a picture. Bending his
bow, Candra pierces all the Daitya lords. All the Dānavas and Daityas
receive the arrows of Śaśin. Whenever a Daitya moves a limb, he pierces
it. Whenever a Daitya speaks, he transfixes his mouth with eight arrows.
All the best of Asuras stand motionless and silent. Vahni torments them
just like Candramas. The entire army, crowded with chariots, horses,
elephants and warriors, sinks like a herd of elephants stuck in the mud.301

Skandapurān. a 91

Hiran. yāks.a scolds his charioteer for carrying him away from the battle. His charioteer,
the son of Garutman, defends his deed. He has protected him so that he may be
victorious in the battle. Hiran. yāks.a attacks Agni and Candra. He turns into Rāhu and
makes the Moon withdraw from the battlefield. (+ p. 317)

1 While the army is being slain by Soma, Hiran. yāks.a recovers and he ad-
dresses his charioteer, the son of Garutman, in anger.302 Has he no shame,
to carry him away from the battle? The Asuras and Daityas will say that
the king has been conquered by the enemies. Striving for his own life, he
has abandoned his children and left the battle. Having come into being
as the son of Kaśyapa and brother of Hiran. yāks.a, he became king. How
then can he be conquered by his enemies? Or rather, he (Makara),303

the son of Garutman, is on the gods’ side and does not protect him. He

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could decapitate the bird right now, but since he is his childhood friend
he protects him. He is set free, having failed his service (dos.avān).

11 The lord of birds addresses Hiran. yāks.a in a smooth voice. He should
not be angry with him; he is not opposed to him. It was because Hira-
n. yāks.a was stupefied by an arrow to the heart that he carried him away
from the battle. Bards and learned people both declare that the couple of
warrior and his charioteer are loyal to each other. Just as the warrior must
protect the charioteer from sword blows, the warrior must be protected by
him. Considering that he (Hiran. yāks.a) would be powerless, having been
pierced and liable to be caught by the enemy, he (Makara) carried him
away quickly. He did so, thinking that he (Hiran. yāks.a) would conquer the
enemy in battle after regaining strength.304 Victory in battle is attainable
for those who withdraw at the right time and who arrive armed at the
right time. He (Makara) is not ill-disposed, and works for his welfare. His
speech does not derive from fear: he was made immortal in the past; he is
a drinker of amr.ta; there is no death for him. He, the son of Garutman,
has abandoned the Devas and gone over to the Asuras out of affection for
him. He should have no doubt about him. He must quickly rescue the
army oppressed by Candramas and Vahni. Having mounted the chariot,
either with a bow or sheer strength, he should slay the enemies!

23 Thereupon the great Asura embraces the king of birds and attacks swiftly
on his chariot. As he attacks, Vahni and Candramas split his banner with
arrows. The two gods also pierce him in the forehead. Noticing their skill,
Hiran. yāks.a exterminates the cold305 with the weapon of fire. He then
causes confusion with magic, turning into Rāhu, and attacks.306 About
to be swallowed by that Rāhu, the Moon (Khageśvara) withdraws from
the battlefield. When the Moon (Himāśaya) has been destroyed, all the
Dānavas are revived again and put up a fight with the gods. Longing for
victory in battle they breathe again, like proud elephants resorting to the
forest.307

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Agni subdues Hiran. yāksa. . He burns the demons. Hiran. yāks.a turns into a rain cloud
to quench the fire. Smoke comes out of Agni’s body and makes everything invisible. A
thousand-year-long Āt.i-Baka war takes place. (+ p. 323)

1 When he sees the Moon (Naks.atrādhipati) flee, Fire (Havyavāhana) at-
tacks on foot. He reduces the chariot of Hiran. yāks.a together with its char-
ioteer and horses to ashes. Then with an arrow he renders Hiran. yāks.a’s
bow stringless and tells him to stand still.

4 Thereupon Andhaka, Rāhu, Prahlāda, Maya and other Dānavas surround
Fire (Kr.śānu). He jumps and burns their bows, chariots and banners.
Filling all directions with noise, the best of the Vasus burns armour and
heads. Burning the tongues of the ones wailing, Havyavāhana looks like
a lamp in a cave.308 Consuming the faces of other Dānavas, he looks
like the moon (Timirāri) closing up the full-blown lotuses.309 He burns
the snake-like arms of others, like a forest fire burning snakes. He burns
arrows, bows and sheaths, elephants and horses. The Daityas wander
about everywhere, deprived of weapons and armour.

12 As the enemies of the gods are being burned, Hiran. yāks.a turns into a rain
cloud. He quickly quenches the fire with rain. Noticing that Agni (Havya-
vāhana) is extinguished, Vipracitti covers Agni’s forehead with sharp ar-
rows. Then Maya plants a formidable arrow in his mouth. Dreadful smoke
arises from Agni’s body. The great smoke fills earth, heaven and sky, and
nothing can be seen. They therefore (tena) lead each other to death by
sound, by signals, by calling out names and by touch. Unable to recognise
Deva, Daitya or Dānava, they communicate signals. The demons say ‘āt.i ’
and the gods say ‘baka’.310 The demons strike those who say ‘baka’ and

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the gods those who say ‘āt.i ’. The battle by signal (sam. jñayā) lasts for a
thousand years in total darkness. It is world-destroying.311
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The battle continues after Vāyu has blown away the smoke. Yama engages in battle
with Andhaka and Indra destroys his club. The gods hit him with various weapons but
to no avail. Andhaka strikes back and all the gods are forced to flee. Hiran. yāks.a orders
the demons to take over their kingdom. They enter Amarāvat̄ı and next proceed to
Varun. a’s abode. (+ p. 327)

1 The smoke arisen from Agni is struck by Vāyu and disappears. The gods
and demons can see each other again. War instruments are sounded by
both armies.312 Śakra, Yama, Vaísravan. a, Pūs.an, Bhaga, Aryaman and
Mitra and Jayanta, as well as the Maruts, Rudras and Ādityas, crush the
Dānava army.

6 Yama, on Pun.d. ra, seizes a bow and leads the Daitya lords to death.313

He laughs and roars, piercing Hiran. yāks.a and others with arrows. The
Daityas and Dānavas shoot arrows, but he cuts each of them in three and
torments them again. Then Yama leads Andhaka’s charioteer and chariot
to his own city with the kim. kara.314 Andhaka attacks him with a club and
tells him to stand still. Devendra cuts the club into a hundred pieces with
the thunderbolt and it falls to the ground. The gods strike Andhaka with
a shower of weapons. Yama hits him on the head with the stick, Śakra
with the thunderbolt, Kubera (Vittada) with the lightning flash,315 and
Varun. a with the noose. Other gods attack him with other weapons, but
he experiences no pain.

16 The Daitya (Andhaka) jumps onto the back of Pun.d. ra and knocks Yama
to the ground with a blow of his fist. He seizes Indra’s elephant by the tail

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and hurls it far away. He casts down Dhaneśa’s palanquin and scatters it
to pieces in anger.316 He dashes elephants into elephants, foot soldiers into
foot soldiers, chariots into chariots and horses into horsemen. Jumping
onto his elephant, he knocks Śakra down from its shoulders.

21 The gods flee in all directions: Indra with the Ādityas and Lokapas to
the east, the Rudras, Vasus and Aśvins to the south, the Yaks.as, Ra-
ks.ases, Písācas and Pannagas to the west and others to the north. As
they are scattered, the Daitya lords attack them from behind, but they
are restrained by Hiran. yāks.a and then stop.

26 Hiran. yāks.a addresses the Daityas and Dānavas. Why do they bother with
these weaklings? The ones whose kingdom has been taken are done for.
Their lives are over. Being angry and without hope, however, they become
very strong and hard to conquer. It is impossible to face those who rise up
all of a sudden and are in despair, as Uśanas says.317 But the kingdom is
their life; one who takes their kingdom robs them of their lives.318 Today
their kingdom has been taken; the Dānava lords should fill the positions
of the gods!

33 Thereupon they enter Amarāvat̄ı, seize jewels and declare victory. The
Asuras set up their own security and, with the help of reliable men, they
comfort the citizens and officials. The citizens honour Hiran. yāks.a with
reception, gifts and blessings. After ascending the throne and performing
his duties, he proceeds to Varun. a’s abode. The Asuras all surround the
king of Dānavas and march, making war sounds.319

Hiran. yāks.a takes over Varun. a’s abode and installs a regent there. Next he proceeds
to Sam. yamana and orders the end of hells, diseases and death. The sages grant this
for the duration of his reign. Hiran. yāks.a hands over Yama’s office to Vipracitti and
proceeds to Dhanada’s dwelling. (+ p. 333)

1 When they see Hiran. yāks.a come flying, Varun. a and his sons run away.
The Dānavas make a formation and march towards the city, while the
king dispatches Vātāpin as messenger. He is well received by the citizens
and announces that the king of all the world, Hiran. yāks.a, the son of
Kaśyapa, having conquered the gods in battle, orders them to obey his
command. They should bring him jewels and abandon the gods. Whoever
in the city is on the gods’ side should have no fear—they may go to the
gods.

7 The citizens provide a welcome offering and behold the lord of Dānavas.320

The Daitya honours them and installs a new head of Varun. a’s realm.

9 Next he proceeds to the city of Sam. yamana.321 There Dharma, Kāla,
Kr.tānta, Kalaha, Narakas, Makers of Dharma (Dharmakāras), Makers of
Mantras (Mantrakāras), Makers of Vedic schools (Śākhākr.ts), Makers of
Śāstras, kings, sages, etc. hand over jewels and declare themselves to be
his subjects. He tells them not to be afraid, but they should follow his
orders. Those suffering in hells must be released, the hells be broken, all
diseases and Yama’s ministers be killed, and Mr.tyu, Kr.tānta and the Ka-
lahas must disappear. They are villains, and therefore he will kill them.
He will make sure that the triple world is freed from death and disease.
As king of all, he can have no one suffering in his kingdom.

18 The Makers of Dharma etc. respond smoothly. Who would not worship
the one who is praised by designations such as ‘king’ and ‘lord of the
earth’? And he is exactly that. He has conquered the gods. Who is his
equal except for the one and only Rudra? He is supporter, agent and
creator of all the worlds. Who would disregard his command? But they
desire a boon—may he be their benefactor!

24 The Daitya offers them a boon. The sages request that what he has said
concerning hells, diseases and death shall not come to pass. He replies
that he had earlier vowed to promote the happiness of the worlds upon
becoming king. He would break his vow and be untruthful if he should
not do it now, so they should ask for another boon. The sages respond

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that Brahmā made all of this (hells, diseases and death) in the past for the
advance of dharma in the world. Observing this, they have also advanced
dharma; this should not be false. He can remain true to his vow without
destroying Brahmā’s creation: as long as he is master of the world, so long
will there be no death or disease, nor will men go to hell.

35 Hiran. yāks.a agrees and orders the release from torments. After releasing
the beings from hell, he bestows the office of Yama (pitr.rāja) on Vipra-
citti. Next he proceeds to Dhanada’s dwelling. The Dānavas all go there
in the company of Hiran. yanetra.322
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Hiran. yāks.a takes over Laṅkā and installs Prahlāda as regent. He appoints other demons
in other abodes of the gods, consecrates Andhaka in Amarāvat̄ı and rules the entire
world himself. He takes Earth as his wife and holds her captive in Rasātala. Pleased
with himself, he instructs the demons to follow dharma. Hiran. yāks.a’s kingdom prospers.
(+ p. 339)

1 The demons reach Laṅkā, the city of Kubera (Dhaneśa),323 and stand fully
armed at a short distance. The inhabitants of Laṅkā, Nidhipālas, etc. offer
the Dānava a welcome offering and jewels. They present themselves at his
service.

5 Hiran. yāks.a tells the Yaks.as not to be afraid of him. Prahlāda, the fore-
most son of Hiran. yakaśipu, will be their ruler. He installs him as Dhaneśa
and then fills the places of other gods. He appoints Dānava lords in all
these places and consecrates Andhaka to the office of Indra in Amarāvat̄ı.
He himself rules the entire Bhūrloka.

8 The Daitya lord takes up his bow once again and orders the Earth (Me-
din̄ı) to show herself to him.324 Trembling with fear, she stands in front
of him, saying ‘victory!’ The Son of Diti seizes her, like a tiger a female
deer, like a vile crow a goose, etc., and tells her that he is her husband.

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She shall desire no other and he will guard her. Thereupon he goes to
Rasātala and ties her up with snakes near his own city.325 He confines
her to the Śaṅkha mountain like a criminal and appoints 14,000 Kim. kara
Daityas to guard her.326

16 The Daitya lord looks pleased, like a farmer inspecting his ripening field.
He delights in the thought of having accomplished his task, like a good
man having arranged his son’s marriage. No one can find his weak point,
just like an honest brahmin who has a good assistant. He orders all
the Dānavas to perform sacrifice and honour the brahmins. They should
venerate Śūlin and follow dharma. He rules in such a way that no Daitya
or Dānava is opposed to dharma in his kingdom.

21 He himself becomes Vāyu, Candramas and Sūrya. Grains, nourishing all
the world, shoot forth by themselves, and grow in abundance without
rain. He harvests them, brings them to the granary, threshes them and
carries them to the houses. He becomes guard and stick; through yoga he
protects from theft. No one is ill, no one dies, etc. No one is opposed to
dharma. Rivers, pools and tanks are in good condition everywhere without
rain. There are no harmful Raks.ases or Písācas, plagues or conflicts. The
brahmins do not offer oblations to the fire, nor study or sacrifice: there
is only one caste. The Bhr.gu brahmins, however, study and sacrifice, to
the delight of the Dānavas.327 Free from disease, suffering and labour, the
world is like heaven. Thus the world appears under the rule of Hiran. ya-
netra.328
