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PREFACE 

The Hebrew translations of Averroes' commentaries on Aris-
totle, written between 1189 and 1337, were a major conduit for 
the dissemination of Aristotelian philosophy in learned Jewish 
circles. One of the translators involved in this activity was R. 
Zera.Pyah ben Isaac ben Shealtiel ~en. His translations, howev-
er, did not enjoy much popularity among Jewish scholars, since 
they were considered too abstruse. When available, other 
translations were preferred, such as those of Kalonymus ben 
Kalonymus. 

That scholars had similar reservations about Zerapyah's 
translation of Aristotle's De Anima is evident from the lack of 
quotations by later authors and from the paucity of extant Mss. 
In spite of this Zerapyah's translation is important for the 
following reasons: 
1. It is a good example of the peculiar style of this translator. 
2. It is a witness to the interest of Zerapyah's contemporaries in 
the De Anima. 
3. It is based on the same lost Arabic translation of Aristotle's De 
Anima as Averroes' long commentary and, consequently, it may 
provide a solution to the question of the authorship of the Arabic 
translation. 

I am therefore pleased to present my edition and extensive 
linguistic analysis of this text to the reader. I thank the Institute 
of Microfilmed Hebrew Mss at the Jewish National and 
University Library for providing me with photocopies of the 
Mss. I thank Professor H. Daiber and Professor R. Kruk for 
their willingness to include this edition in the series Aristoteles 
Semitico-Latinus, published by the Royal Netherlands Academy 
of Arts and Sciences. I thank Professor A. Ivry for his 
proofreading of the manuscript and for his corrections. I am 
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especially grateful to Dr J.W. Wesselius of the Juda Palache 
Institute, University of Amsterdam for his help in preparing a 
camera-ready copy of the text, and to the staff of the Bibliotheca 
Rosenthaliana (University Library of Amsterdam) for their 
permission to use its computer system. 



CHAPTER ONE 

THE TRANSLATOR 

Little is known about the translator, R. ZeratJ.yah ben Isaac 
ben Shealtiel :Uen,l also known as Gracian.2 The years of his 
birth and death are unknown. We know, however, that he 
was born in Barcelona into a prominent family and at a later 
date emigrated to Italy. Between the years 1277-1291 A.D. 
he was active in Rome as a teacher of philosophy, 
commentator of the Bible and translator. He was regarded as 
an expert on Maimonides' Guide of the Perplexed, and 
corresponded with other scholars, such as Hillel b. Samuel of 
Veron a 3 on questions raised by the Guide. Zeralt yah's

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interest in the writings of Aristotle is attested to in a letter 
which he addressed to Judah b. Solomon of Barcelona:4 

I am always looking into the works of Aristotle, which are always 
with me, the commentaries of Averroes and Themistius, which I 

studied and translated from the Arabic into Hebrew, except for the 
De Animalibus, which I do not possess.5 

Little else is known about his life after 1291 A.D. It is 
possible that around that time he returned to Barcelona in 
order to be buried with his ancestors. 6 

Zerapyah was an active translator? who translated the 
following philosophical works from Arabic into Hebrew: 

1. Aristotle's De Anima. 
2. Themistius' paraphrase of Aristotle's De Coelo.s 
3. Averroes' middle commentary on Aristotle's Physica.9

Zerapyah translated Aristotle's De Anima, the commen-
taries of Averroes on Aristotle's Physica and Metaphysica, 
Themistius' paraphrase of Aristotle's De Coelo, and al-
Farabi's treatise on the nature of the soul in the year 1284 
A.D. at the request of Shabbetai b. Solomon,14 Rabbi of 
Rome and a friend and staunch defender of Zerapyah in his 
polemic with Hillel b. Samuel. 

At the beginning of his translation of al-Farabi's work on 
the nature of the soul entitled Sefer al Mahut ha-Nefesh he 
states: 

After I completed the translation of Aristotle's De Anima, Physica, 
and Metaphysica, from the commentary by Averroes, and the De 
Coelo and De Mundo, the commentary of Themistius, to the best of 
my ability, I thought it a good thing to translate Al-Fiirabi's Sefer 
Mahut ha-Nefesh as wen.I5

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The ambiguity of this statement has led some scholars to 
conclude that Zerapyah produced two groups of translations -
i.e., of Aristotle's works and of the medieval commentaries 
by Averroes and Themistius. However, a comparison of his 
testimony with that of the extant Mss suggests that he 
completed only the translations listed above.16 

In addition to these philosophical works, he translated the 
following medical works: 

1. Galen's De Causis et Symptomatibus)1 
2. Galen's Katagene (first three chapters).18 
3. Avicenna's Canon (unfinished).19 
4. Maimonides' aphorisms.20 
5. Maimonides' shorter treatise on sexual intercourse.21 
6. Maimonides' treatise on poisonous drugs. 22

CHAPTER TWO 

THE MANUSCRIPTS OF THE HEBREW 
TRANSLATION 

The Hebrew translation of Aristotle's De Anima is extant in 
two Mss:l 

1. Rome, Casanatense 148, 3; fols. 128r-156v.2 The text has 
been written in an Italian script of the 16th century. Though I 
did not see the Ms itself, it seems from the photostats in my 
possession, that the Ms suffered at some time considerable 
water damage in the upper margins, so that the first lines of 
the text of every folio are practically always stained, and 
occasionally letters and words are wiped out partially or 
completely. There are several marginal notes in this Ms, 
correcting a few of the many corruptions the text of this 
translation is replete with. One gets the impression that the 
copyist(s) did not very well understand the text in hand. This 
has resulted in additions, omissions, and many incom-
prehensible corruptions, which I tried to reconstruct in my 
edition to the best of my ability.

Indeed, it 
seems that the text of Ms Rome has been copied from that of 
Ms London; with the exception of minor variants - i.e., 
corruptions- Ms Rome is identical with Ms London.4

CHAPTER THREE 

INTRODUCfiON TO THE EDITION 

My edition is based on Ms London since it is the only inde-
pendent tradition preserved, and was apparently the basis of 
Ms Rome. I have corrected corruptions and omissions in so 
far as these are the result of mistakes by the copyist(s). For 
these corrections I consulted A verroes' long commentary on 
the De Anima, which goes back to the same Arabic source 
as Zerapyah's translation} The division of the Hebrew text 
into paragraphs follows the Greek edition of Hett. The first 
part of the critical apparatus contains the different variants of 
the Mss and original readings of the corrections made in the 
text. In the second part I list all the variant readings of 
Averroes' text.2 I add Aristotle's Greek version3 when it 
disagrees with that of Averroes, and agrees with that of 
Zerapyah. In some cases I cite Badaw1's4 edition of the text, 
the Greek text of Aristotle, or the long commentary of 
Averroes in order to clarify the meaning of an obscure or in-
correct Hebrew translation. When a problematic Hebrew 
translation has been caused by an incorrect reading of the

CHAPTER FOUR 

THE ARABIC SOURCE OF THE HEBREW 
TRANSLATION 

Ibn an-Nadim,l the famous Arab bibliographer, states in his 
Fihrist (composed in 987 A.D.): 

tlunayn translated all of it (i.e. De Anima) into Syriac. Isftaq 
translated all but a small part of it. Then lsftaq translated it a second 
time in its entire form, with improvements .. .lsftaq said: I translated 
this book into Arabic from a manuscript which was in poor condition. 
Then after thirty years, when I found a manuscript in the best possible 
condition, I compared it with the first translation, which was the 
exposition of Themistius.2 

The introduction to Zerapyah's translation states: "The first 
book from Aristotle's De Anima, translated by Zerapyah b. 
Isaac ha-Sefaradi from Arabic into Hebrew, from (or "after") 
the translation of I;Iunayn." In the middle of the third book 
(431a14) we read: "Completion (or "supplement") of what 
Isaac b. I;Iunayn translated from this book from (or "after") 
the translation of Abii 'isa b. lspaq from Syriac into Arabic." 

Steinschneider concludes that the I;Iunayn mentioned here 
can be none other than the famous translator I;Iunayn ibn 
lspaq, and interprets the second quotation to mean that 
lspaq b. I;Iunayn completed the Syriac translation of his 
father from that point (431a14) on, while Abii lspa q

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translated the whole text into Arabic. 3 Frank4 states that 
the first part of the text was attributed to lspaq and the 
second to Ibn Zur'a. According to Peters5 lspaq translated 
the first section, while the rest was the work of Abu 'isa 
(probably Ibn Zur'a). 

Gatje6 concludes from an investigation of Arabic bibliogra-
phical literature that, apart from a compendium,? at least two 
different versions of Aristotle's De Anima were known to 
the Arabs in the 9th and lOth century: 

1. An ancient version from the 9th century A.D., perhaps 
originating from 'Abd al-MasiP ibn Na'ima.8 This version has 
been excerpted by A verroes in the lemmata of his long 
commentary (only preserved in the Latin translation of 
Scotus)9 in 9 places(= alia translatio ).

Gatje refers to a possible third version, namely, the one used 
by A verroes as his main source for his long commentary on 
the De Anima. A comparison of Averroes' text with the 
Hebrew translation of Zerapyah clearly shows that both 
versions are identical, making use of the same Arabic 
translation.12 Another comparison of Zerapyah's and 
Averroes' texts with fragments from Ispaq's incomplete 
translation shows that these versions are sometimes 
different,13 as already concluded by Frank.14 Gatje's 
suggestion 15 that this third version might be the supposed

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second complete and revised translation by lspaq 16 can be 
refuted with the following arguments: 1. If it had existed, 
Avicenna would surely have used this revised version 
instead of lspaq's incomplete one for the first part (until 
431a14) and the bad translation that is available to us in 
Badawi's edition, for the second part. 2. The textual evidence 
concerning the authorship from Zerapyah's translation 
itself.17 My interpretation of this passage is in accordance 
with that of Steinschneider, mentioned above. That is to say 
that :{lunayn translated the first part from Syriac into Arabic, 
Ispaq the second part (from 431a14), while Abii 'Isa ibn 
Zur'a translated the complete text from Syriac into Arabic.18

Summarizing the results of this survey, it is clear that this 
translation has many peculiarities, such as transcriptions (rather 
than translations) of Arabic terms, loan translations, faults, and 
inconsistencies. The question of how someone like Zeraltyah, an 
expert in Maimonides' Moreh Nebu~im and its philosophical 
terminology, could be the author of such a translation is difficult 
to answer. One possibility is that the text which survives is not 
the definitive one, but only a first draft. Another possibility is 
that the translation is not the work of a single translator, but of 
several, amongst whom may have been some of Zera!tyah's 
students in Rome. This supposition also gives a possible 
explanation for the problem how someone managed to translate 
five philosophical works in one year (1284), a feat attributed to 
Zera!tyah. A definitive answer, however, to this complicated 
question can only be given after an exhaustive comparative 
investigation of all his translations.
