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Instructions for Authors

Scope

The Journal of Law, Religion and State (JLRS) is aimed to provide an international forum for the study of
the interactions between law and religion and between religion and state. It seeks to explore these
interactions from legal and constitutional as well as from internal religious perspectives. The JLRS is a
double-blind peer-reviewed journal that is committed to a broad and open discussion on a cross-cultural
basis. We welcome submission of articles in the following areas: religion and state; legal and political
aspects of all religious traditions; comparative research of different religious legal systems and their
interrelations. We encourage contributions from multidisciplinary and interdisciplinary perspectives.

Ethical and Legal Conditions

The publication of a manuscript in a peer-reviewed work is expected to follow standards of ethical
behavior for all parties involved in the act of publishing: authors, editors, and reviewers. Authors, editors,
and reviewers should thoroughly acquaint themselves with Brill’s publication ethics, which may be
downloaded here: brill.com/page/ethics/publication-ethics-cope-compliance.

Online Submission

JRLS now uses online submission only. Authors should submit their manuscript online via the Editorial
Manager (EM) online submission system at: editorialmanager.com/jlrs.

First-time users of EM need to register first. Go to the website and click on the "Register Now" link in the
login menu. Enter the information requested. During registration, you can fill in your username and
password. If you should forget your Username and Password, click on the "send login details" link in the
login section, and enter your e-mail address exactly as you entered it when you registered. Your access
codes will then be e-mailed to you.

Please upload source files and not pdf files. Any figure files should be uploaded separately, and should have
high density of at least 300 dpi at a size suitable for printing.

An eventual revised manuscript is uploaded the same way as the initial submission. The system
automatically generates an electronic (PDF) proof, which is then used for reviewing purposes. All
correspondence, including the editor’s request for revision and final decision, is sent by e-mail.

Double-blinded Peer Review

JLRS uses a double-blind peer review system, which means that manuscript author(s) do not know who
the reviewers are, and that reviewers do not know the names of the author(s). When you submit your
article via Editorial Manager, you will be asked to submit a separate title page that includes the full title
of the manuscript, the names and complete contact details of all authors, the abstract, keywords, and
any acknowledgement texts. This page will not be accessible to the referees. All other files (manuscript,
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figures, tables, etc.) should not contain any information concerning author names, institutions, etc. The
names of these files and the document properties should also be anonymised.

Please upload source files such as .doc, and not .pdf files.

Submission Requirements

Language

Manuscripts should be written in American English (spelling and punctuation), and should be
consistent throughout. Authors whose mother tongue is not English, are required to have a professional
native speaker check over their manuscript prior to submission.

Types of Contributions and Length
The length for manuscripts submitted should be:
— Articles: 10.000-12.000 words

— Book Reviews: 3000 words
Manuscript Structure

General

All submissions should be single spaced (12-pt font) pages, including abstract, keywords, tables, figures,
notes and appendices. The title page file should include the names and affiliations of all authors, as well
as any eventual acknowledgement texts. The text file should be typed as flat text, with as little formatting
as possible. The first page of the text file manuscript should include: manuscript title, abstract and
keywords (articles or news & views), the body of the manuscript.

Abstract and Keywords

All articles or news & views should have an abstract of 150 words or less, and 3-8 keywords.
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Punctuation
Type one space only after full stops.

Headings
The style for headings is as follows:

1,11, 111

First level heading: 2 white lines of space above the heading, and one below it.

1 Introduction

Second level heading: 1 white lines of space above the heading, and none below it.

11 The Second Level Is Bold Italics
Third level heading: 1 white line of space above the heading, and none below it.

1.1.1 The Third Level Is Roman

Style Elements

Certain basic elements of style should be consistent throughout. Always use the spelling checker and
search function to ensure that spelling is correct and consequent, such as:
- double quotes, but double if a quote within a quote

- years: 1985-1989 (not: 1985-89)

- figures: 121-122 (not: 121-22)

- currency: e.g., USD, AD, UKP

- titles, e.g., Mr. or Mr

- 10 (figures in numerals)

- percent (% in tables)

- Atrticle 17, Arts. 30-39

- para.7; paras. 7-9

- Section 4

- e,

- eg,

- etc

- The Times, the Independent (and other newspapers)

- Member States (of the EU)

- 20oth century

- (Article, paragraphs, section spelled out in text, abbreviated in parenthesis and footnotes)
- Casev. Case (v. Roman or not)
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- USA, EC, OECD

References

This journal uses footnotes and not endnotes. Bibliographic information in the footnotes should be as
complete as possible.

The first time information should be given in full, and thereafter use ibid. (if the reference is the same) or
supra note x (if referred to above) should be used. Footnotes should be placed after punctuation marks

Citation of Cases

Citations of cases should follow the style of the country of origin, including the date of the case,

except for cases from common-law jurisdictions. The name of the jurisdictions and of the review or law
report in which the case is published should be included. The names of the parties in cases from
common-law jurisdictions should be in italics. The abbreviation “v.” (for versus) should be in roman:

Figures and Tables
All figures and tables must be cited consecutively in the text.
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Figures should be submitted as separate source files in .eps, .tif, or .jpg format, in a size suitable for the
typesetting area of the journal which is 12 cm x 18 cm. The resolution of these files should be at least 300
dpi for half-tone figures, and 600 dpi for line drawings. Number the files, and indicate in the manuscript
where they are to appear (Fig. 1 here). The text in a figure must be legible, and should not be smaller than
corps 9. The size of this lettering for any text in a figure should be the same for all figures in the
manuscript.

Publication

Proofs

Upon acceptance, a PDF of the article proofs will be sent to each author by e-mail to check carefully for
factual and typographic errors. Authors are responsible for checking these proofs and are strongly urged
to make use of the Comment & Markup toolbar to note their corrections directly on the proofs. At this
stage in the production process only minor corrections are allowed. Alterations to the original
manuscript at this stage will result in considerable delay in publication and, therefore, are not accepted
unless charged to the author. Proofs should be returned within 7 days of receipt to the journal manager.

E-offprints

A PDF file of the article will be supplied free of charge by the publisher to authors for personal use. Brill

is a RoMEO yellow publisher. The Author retains the right to self-archive the submitted (pre-peer-review)
version of the article at any time. The submitted version of an article is the author's version that has not
been peer-reviewed, nor had any value added to it by Brill (such as formatting or copy editing). The
Author retains the right to self-archive the accepted (peer-reviewed) version without any embargo
period. The accepted version means the version which has been accepted for publication and contains

all revisions made after peer reviewing and copy editing, but has not yet been typeset in the publisher’s
lay-out. The publisher’s lay-out must not be used in any repository or on any website
(brill.com/resources/authors/publishing-books-brill/self-archiving-rights).
