Idealism of Fichte, Schelling and Hegel, Husserl‘s 
phenomenology, the language-critical philosophy 
of Frege and Wittgenstein and the constructive 
and methodological-cultural theory of science. 
Any important conceptual distinctions are ex-
plicitly introduced and explained, systematically 
linked across the volumes and embedded in the 
respective philosophical-historical backgrounds. 

As a fundamental principle for the entire work, 
which Hartmann establishes as a principle of 
meaning, proves to be the principle of knowabili-
ty – namely that basically the truth can be known. 
In this anti-realistic principle, Idealism manifests 
itself in its modern, contemporary form.

After completing his doctorate 
and habilitation, he was granted a Werner Heisen-
berg Fellowship by the DFG and a Feodor Lynen 
Fellowship by the Alexander von Humboldt-Stif-
tung. After a year as Visiting Scholar at the Univer-
sity of California in Berkeley, he became Professor 
of Philosophy with a focus on Theoretical Philo-
sophy at the University of Duisburg-Essen in 2004 
and has been Dean of the Faculty of Humanities 
there since 2010.
